Itappeared from the
of a number of witnesses that, on the eves
the day mentioned in the indic
ed man, Williarns, was in company wil
other persons named Zweizler and Cooper, at a
house of no very good repute, kept by a man naro-
ed Littlejohn, in Lageuchet'ére Street.  While
they were there taking some supper, the two pri-
{ soners came outside the house, and knocked at
the door ; making considerable noise with a view
to get iuto the house, and asking, as one witness
said, if * that Englishman lived there.” Hereup-
on the parties inside waated Littlejohn to go out
to drive away the assailants, and offered to accom-
pany them. Finding they could not get in, the
personis, according to Littlejohn, said, ¢ if we can-
rot get in by the door we will get in by the win-

nstrument which caused the death of Williams
there was still nothing of a positive nature to con-
nect it with the prisoners, more than with any of
the other parties who were present on the occasion.
Besides, if this were not so, the case was ot one
n which the parties who sallied from the hovse
i could be said to be defending their homes. The
sanctity of the home was indeed to be preserved
| by every virtuous and brave man at all hazards;
but, talk of the sanctity of the brothel ! —it was a
mockery. That was the place for orgies, for
debauchery, and for disorder. The deceased and
\is companions went there for disorderly purposes,
and when the two prisoners were heard at the
door, they went out to give them a thrashing ; so
that if, in the scuffle which ensued, the priscner
(Burreil) really did strike the blow, it was but a
case of chance medley, at most of manslaughter.
He dwelt very much upon the bad character of
Littlejohn, on whoee evidence he thought the pro-
secution rested, and declared that he should be
able to show that he was unworthy of belief on
his oath. He accordingly called one or two wit-
nesses, who testified to the bad characterof Little-
john, and declared they would not believe him on
his oath ; and also other witnesses, who stated
that the prisoners were highly respectable young
men.

His Honor Mr. Justice Rolland summond up in
French and English. He told the Jury that it was
clear, whatever might be the character of the
house in which Littlejohn lived, the inma‘es were
not out of the protect on of the law. It was also
to be observed that the case did not rest on Little-

| jobn’s testimony. ‘Then the inmates of that
house clearly had a right to protect themselves
from vagabonds who were attempting to break
into it, or making a noise to disturb the family ;
nor was there anything wrong in persons who
were within the house aiding the master. The
prisoners, on the contrary, were clearly in the
wrong. So far, then, the case was that of a quai-
rel between an innocent man in his own right, and
a man doing wrong. Then the prisoners, instead
of resisting, should have retired. There was no-
thing b'ameable in rhasing them away. But,
admitting the prisoners had been assaulted, and
that a scuffle had thus taken place, still the man
was not killed by a chance blow ; but by a deadly
{instrument. Was there any justification for the
use of that weapon? No; for no man bas the
right to use a deadly weapon unless there be abso-
lute necessity to save his life. 11 he be indeed at-
tacked, and, in the surprise or heat or blood, use
a deadly weapon, that may be manslaughter or
justifiable homicide ; but in this case, the engage-
ment had been commenced by the prisoners them-
selves, who were armed—perhaps armed for mur-
der. Manslaughter, however, sometimes occur-
red, when strong provocation suddenly caused
heat of blood, and induced a blow with no inten-
tion to kill ; but then, the violence used must be
proportioned to the offence, and not barbarous and
cruel. Agair, there might be some ground for a
| verdict of manslaughter, in the fact that a rush
was made upon the prisoners, which might have
| led thero to fear their lives were endangered. He
could not think there was any justification ; but
on some of these grounds the jury might doult,
though he did not think that a verdict of murder
would be against the evidence. If they did doubt,
however, they must lean to the side of mercy.
What be had said applied only to the man whom
the jury might determine had inflicted the blow.

efore dischaiging the prisoners, His Honor
Mr. Justice Aylwin, admonished Burrell in a suit-
able manner, telling him that he might thank his
Maker for the result of his case, which was rather
unexpected from the evidence which had been
heard. His Honor Justice Rolland then did as
much to Morin,and the prisoners were discharged.
