RIVALS EIFFEL
TOWER OF PARIS.

A OROSS BUILT ON THE PEAK OF
THE HARZ MOUNTAINS.

Where at All of
the Year—The Kyffhaenser Ruins May
Be Been From Its Top-A View of
RBare Scenic Grandeur-Detalls of
Construction.

A mommoth observation tewer has
oently been d on the Josephsh
& mountain 1,781 feet above the level of
the sea near Stollberg, in the famous
Harz mountains of Germany, which is

ing as much at i from tour-
ists as did the Eiffcl tower in Paris, or
the Ferris wheel at the Chicago World's
Falr. The tower is in the form of a cross;
1s 120 feet high and weighs about 55,000
pounds. The colossal structure rests on a
quadrangle, shaped into an immense bell,
which will hold five hundred people. A
stairway, formed ¢~ two hundred steps,
leads to the top, a  anelevator will soon
make travel towar its top easier.

When the tourist has gone up balf way,
a gallery is reachei which holds a hun-
dred persons, but the highest platform,
ocovered with an awning, has room for
about thirty visitors.

The magnificent tower just described is
not the first one erected on the Joseph-
shache. For centuries it was crowned by
a lofty tower, erected by the forefathers
of the present ruling house of Stollberg.
In the year 1768 it was noticed that the
first tower, made only of wood, had become
worn out and shaky, and it was therefore
torn down. Nearly a half century after,
in 1832, & now tower was erected at &
cost of $10,000, considered an enormous
sum at that time.

These, like the present structure, was
also in the shape of a cross, reaching to a
height of a hundrod feet, while three
hundred and sixty-five immense blocks of
timber were used in its construction. The
tower had a very attractive appoarance
and consisted of a massive support, upon
which rested a baiustraded platform. In
the year 1880, however, it was struck by
lightning and partially destroyed. The
structure remained in this condition un-
ti] 1888, when it was pulled down and its
wooden parts sold.

It was soon discovered that in conse-
quence of the disappearance of the tower,
the tourists who had heretofore come to
the Josephshache remained away. In the

year 1895, however, it was decided by the
ruling house of Stollberg and the prosper-
ous Harz Tourist Club to erect a tower
having the shape of a mammoth cross.
The structure was ercotea at a cost of
$18,500, to which t!'e family of Stollberg
contributed $6,250, the remainder being
raised by the Harz Club from its mem-
bers.

Thousands of tourists have climbed to
the top since its completion. The view
from the highest platform is one of rare
scenic grandeur. A panorama unfolds,
which, with the exception of the Brocken,
made 8o famous by Goethe in Faust, is
unequalled by that of no other observa~
tion tower in Europe. Far in thedistance
is beheld the proud outline of the Kyfl-
hacnser monument, with its stately and
masive pinnacle. Beyond that one get &
rare view of the Kyffhaenser mountains,
at whose hase are the rich and verdant
flelds through which, liko a silver thread,
the river Aue flows. Many thriving cities
and charmingly situated villages, sur-
rounded by green fields and valleys, are
near by. The conical outlines of “0oud
Brocken,”’ so beautifully described by
Heine, towers into the sky above his
smaller contemporaries. At twilight the
tourist beholds from the top of the tower
only dimly the i listinot and obsoure
outlines of valleys, forests and the ruins
of former castles, the remnants of chiv-
alry, romance and of former Teutonic
glory.
