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The conclusions of the Commission on- the manufacture of beet-root sugar will
also be laid before you.

It is desirable that the fishery regulations iii British Columbia should be
examined and revised so as to adapt them better to the requiremeints of the tisheries
in that Province. A Commission has been issued with that object.

An important measure respecting the Criminal Law, which was laid before you
last session, has been revised and improved, as a result of the expression of views
elicited by its presentation to Parliament, and will be submitted to you. Your
attention will also be directed to measures for the redistribution of seats consequent
upon the Census returns; the establishment of the bouindaries of the Territories;
and the amalgamation of the Departments of Marine and Fisheries. Bills will also
be presented to you for the amendment of the Civil Service Act, the Acts relating
to real property in the Territories, and of tho>e respecting the fisheries.

Gentlemen of the House of Commons:

The accounts foi' the past year will be laid before you, as well as the Estimates
for the ensuing year. These Estimates have been prepared, with a due regard to
economy and the requirements of the public service.
