- Daiza! R. Samad, an English
PhD student trom Guyana, is
actively involved in the affairs
of the foreign students on cam-
pus. Samad, who is currently
serving as representative for
graduate studies on the SRC
acted as spokesman for
foreign students during their
recent problem with the
former foreigrn student advisor
Doreen Kissick. He now serves
as a member of the tive man
search committee responsible
for selecting a new advisor.

In an interview, Samad
stated that the Kissick affair
represented a “concrete pro-
blem"” faced by foreign
students. However, he em-
phasized his belief that foreign
students are also subject to
real, though more "abstract
pressures of insecurity ond
fear.”

"Once a very high official at
university asked me ‘where is
this fear coming from?' My
response to that would be that
teor and insecurity are the

results of any leap. . .from one
society to another or one
discipline to another. The
result is what has been called
a clique.” Cliques serve as a
defense against fear and in-

security.
Samad referred to the
vorious groups of foreign

students on campus as “a con-
stellation of cliques” which ore
largely unknowledgeabie
about the surrounding com-
munity.” He was quick to point
out, however, that such cliques
are not exclusive to foreign
students alone.
“. . .to say that the rest of
the student body and com-
wunity do not have their own
obsessions and prejudices is to
be hopelessly naive, absurd.”

Samad believes that
"foreign students ore sensitiz-
ed to oany kind of slight,
pressure, provocation or pre-
judice.” Being irunsplanted out
of their home environment into
a foreign one presents pro-
blems for the foreign student
and community alike. Both
sides are tentative before fully
accepting the other. Samad
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Samad explains foreign students’ dilemma

made the following anaoclogy
. to illusiraté the situation.

"One does not voluntarily in-
corporate into one's body a
foreign substance, which for
oll we know could be harmful.
Yet one is always apprehen-
sive of leaping into an
unknown density.” (ie. cuiture)

Samad optimistically insists,
however, that this is not a
hopeless dilemna. He is deeply
convinced that the solution lies
in mutual, “trust, acceptance
of reponsibility for errors and
for contfessing ignorance.” He
adds “until all Canadian and
foreign students enact this
gesture and ritual of faith, we
shall remain as we are,
hopelessly polarized.” As
President of the Caribbean Cir-
cle, Samad believes that such
foreign student organizations
aid in bridging the gap bet-
ween the cultures on campus.
He stated thet one of the
primury goals of organizaticns
like the Caribbean Circle is
answering the question. "How
do we convey a peculiar identi-
ty of experience and an ex-
perience of identity?"

Therefore the assisiant comp-
troller is to assist the comp-
trolier with ali his duties, and
to be the comptroller for the
Winter Curnival and the Orien-
tation committee.

The assistant shali be ap-
pointed by the executive of the
union on the recommendation
by the Comptroller-Elect with
two-thirds approval of council.
The assistant is te be ap-
pointed three weeks affer fall
election and shall be seated at
the first meeting in January.

However,
Caribbeon Night, in Somad's
view does not adequately por-
tray both the good and bad
aspects of Caribbecn society.
Samad believes that the "face
of the Caribbean must be por-
trayed like ‘the smiling face of
anguish and the anguished
face of laughter.” " A night of
light entertainment, obvicusly
con not attempt to portray the
human misery, the harsh
political, economic and social
realities that exist in many of
the Caribbean nations. Yet
Samad firmly believes that the
political cruelties and in-
humane conditions in Carib-
bean couniries like Guyono

must not be ignored. For this
reason, he haos been actively
involved in the Guyanese-
Canadian Friendship Associa-
tion.

The G.C.F:A. is an organiza-
tion which amongst its many
other activities, endeavours to
support Guyanese students in
need of financial aid.

As Vice-president of the
Associaticn Samad is very
much disturbed and distressed
by the Guyanese government's
repeated refusal to accept
humanitarian relief intended
to alleviate scme of the starva-
tion in that country. He claims
that some of this aid is not only
refused but sent back. The
government of Guyana, Samad
believs has designed a policy
which is specifically and ar-
rogantly “opposed to any
revelation of their inhumane,
bankrupt regime."
