Donahoe said the overriding
issue is leadership and the
need for Buchanan to have a
strong mandate to continue
negotiating with the federal
government for off-shore re-
source rights and other feder-
al-provincial matters.

The underlying issue,
according to Coyle, is whether
we are going to have more of
the same or a government
committed to the people of the
province. “The answer is sim-
ple”. he said.

“Either you believe in post-
secondary education or you
don’t...Whick means you
either fund it or you don't.”

He dismissed federal em-
ployment minister Lloyd Ax-
worthy's promise of increased
student loans by saying, “all
that will do is increase a stu-
dent’s debt loan even further.
What students need is greater
direct-funding in the form of
bursaries.”

Coyle also criticised the
government for not providing
adequate career counselling
as a means of preventing a
glut of underemployable liber-
al arts graduates.

As a self-described “social
democrat” who believes that
“anything that hinders demo-
cracy | hold to be repugnant,”
Coyle feels the province
should be playing a “pervasive
role” in resource and energy
development.

“Not only must the provin-
cial government play a role in
ensuring the proper develop-
ment of our resource indus-
tries, but also in terms of the
impact created by an energy
boom — such as housing,” he
said. Coyle singled out Alberta
as an example of a province
experiencing increased
“social malaise” because of
the lack of government super-
vision in controlling the spill-
over effects of rapid economic
growth.
