Overall it was 
quite effective in what it tried to do; 
the reaction afterwards is sufficient 
evidence of that. For the first time 
in many years, if ever, the average 
American (and Canadian) had had 
a clear, stark picture of the effects 
of nuclear war placed in front of 
them, and the whole peace issue 
became shockingly immediate.

Of course, ABC did the whole 
thing up right. The film was done 
in straight Hollywood style, with a 
multitude of characters and story 
lines glued together and lots of spe­
cial effects. In a sense, it was the 
story of the nuking of The Love 
Boat. With so many people to care 
about in two hours it was hard to 
really get close to any of them. The 
dominant image (see the cover of 
that week's Time) was that of the 
great, simulated mushroom cloud.
