A question 1 would ask you to consider, or anyone else is, the 
public perception of universities is very important to the univer­
sity system.

There may be—and 1 don’t know this—but there may be a 
feeling on a good part of the public that there should be a 
towards more user pay than has been the case. And, in fact, it 
that were done it might mean the universities would get a better 
perception from a lot ot the public. Now, 1 don t know that.

There’s another angle, too, involved in this, and that is the 
equity—it’s not entirely related to what you just said, but it is on 
the matter of fees. That is, should a medical student pay more 
than an arts student. He’s going, to very likely, graduate into a 
high income bracket once he’s established. But, then there s 
another factor, too. The fees, that the university charges, are in 
many respects, money or income they receive, that does not 
depend on big daddy. It’s money they receive which in 
ways they can feel freer to use as they see fit. They may not be 
able to because they may need it just to meet their operating 
costs.

Q. So you’re saying that it's not distance education that is the 
problem in itself, but the way it’s organized?
