them in errvor, then He Himself would
be the cause of the whole world going
into error. Then, if He was not to be
understood in this manner, He was
bound, by the laws of justice, to ex-
plain Himself to His Disciples.

No ; but He insisted, more and
more that it was His body and blood.
And Jesus, knowing in His heart that
His Disciples murmured at this, said to
them : *‘ Does this scandalize you? Do
vou think this is beyond My power?
