Cajtare of Tunips.

It should be remembered that it is not too
late for vowing turnips. ‘The Swedish turnip

A5tk of the month will answer if they canoot
be got jn sooner. The yellow Aberdeen is a
kind which requires nearly as long a sesson
as the ruta bags. The commoa. flat turnip
grows much qypicker than the kiods befure
mentioned ; it will produce n good erop on
tolerably rich lande, sown as 1ate as the 25°h
of July, or the 1st of Augusi. Ground wbich
bas preduced :oror of bay, rys, or whast,
may give a crop of flat tucaips the same
svescn. They are loes nmutritive than the
other kinde, but are, notwithetanding, very
useful in feeding etoek during the beginning
of wiater, and [roth thecoaveaience of culti-
vqiiag them as an alter erop, they are in ma-
ny instances profitable. KFor late keeping, or
feeding in the latter part of winter and spring,
the Aberdeen snd Swede are hest.

A o0il inclining to rend is most saitable for
tnrnipe. Compost of muck and barn-yard
dung, with a dressing of leached ashes, fur-
nishes a good manure. The seed shoul ) hie
sown in drills } two feet spaces hetween the
{deills will admit the use of A smsll barrow or
culiivator in cultivazing the erop. Flat tur-
nips should be thinned to might inches be-
tween the plants, and ruta baga to twelve ina
ches. [f the ground is not very jorous aud
dry, it wilf geaerally Lo prefesably to form
ridges on which to eow the erop ; they inay
be made with a small plough drawn Ly one
horse, or inore readily with a double inoukl
barred jlough. On stublie or sward ground
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eare should be taken in making the ridges,
that the grass and weede are not turned up ;
the ridges should be levelled Ly passing a
roller over them, before the saed ie sown.—
i A pound of eeed to the nere is sufficiert. A
dressing of plaster sown ou the plants nasoon
as they are up, while they nre wet with the
dew, will afford consiferable pretection
against the turnip fly or tlea, nnd will, on ma-
ny soils, greatly hasten the growihof the
crop. ‘lbe werds must be killed us roon as
they appear ; tho scuflle-hoe 1s the best hand
tool tor this purpose. Itmauy be run rapiily
along the ridges, clusa 1o 1the plants, aud may
