DISASTROUS BLAZE
AT GOLDEN GROVE

A serious fire took place on the Gold-
en Grove road yesterday afternoon
about three o’cleck, When & barn. and
shed ownhed by Timoihy O'Leary, Wae
totally destroyed by fire.

At the time of the cenflagration there
were onl¥y the - chil@ren . at homs, as-
the heads of the family were away.
The fire first staried in the barn, which
was filled with bay and farming im-
Dlements. Tha children gave the alarm
and when help arrived the barn ‘vas o
mase of James and was practically a
total loss.

From the ba'n the flames found theh‘
way to the shed and in a few minutes
it was, like the barn, & pile of smoul
dering debris. It was one of those
quick farm fires that rapidly gained
headway, and by-the time that neigh-
bors arrived there was only ohe thing
to do, and that wag to save the dwell-
ing. With the aid of the wind, which
blew in .a Jirection away from zhe
dwelling, and the energetic work of
the persons who responded to the
alarm, the homestead and contests
were saved.

Fortunately the stcck were not in the
barn at the time-of the conﬂagrauon,
amd the loss is corfined to buildings
grain and some impléments.

It is e&id that th3 barn, shed and
contents of each were instred  in the
Ontario company for $300, but the loss

will greatly exceed the emount of in-

surang-.
