While the three new phases fea-
tured the day's desvelopments in the
diplomatic drama, word anxiously
was awaited of the result of fighting
at Tampico where rebels and federals
were in a death grapple for territory
in which millions of British and Am-
erican. dollars are invested. General
Zaragonza, commanding at Tampico,
reported to Huerta early to-day that
the constitutionalists had been de-
fcated Saturday with heavy losses.
It was believed that there had been
heavy fighting since then, and that
the Federal reports were not neces-
sarily conclusive.

The rebels were planning to renew
their campaign in the north, and
Carranza's agents asserted the con-
stitutionalist chief expected to con-
quer the Federal garrison at Saltillo
and establish his capital there, pend-
ing the final campaign against Mexi-
co City.

NEW YORK, May 12.—~When the
trial of Chzrles Becker for the murder
of Heman Rosenthal was resumed to-
day Distrigt Attorney Whitman call-
ed Dr. De;\ns Taylor to the witness
stand as the last of several witnesses
to establish the death of Rosenthal.

LONDON STRIKE

IN THE BUILDING

TRADES SERIOUS)

Despatches Today From Old
Land Tell of Conditions
in Metropolis.

[By Special Wire to. the Courier]

MONTREAL, May 12—There has
been a véry serious development in
the London building trades strike,
says a London c¢able to The Daily
Mail, The employers have.issued an
ultimatum that unless the mén return

to work within ten dayes on the terms
recenly rejected by the men on a
vote of ten to one, a national lockout
will be declared. 1t is declared that
this will involve half a million men.

Two months ago the master build-
ers demanded that the men sign an
‘wru:!ncnt commenting to a monetary:
penalty in the ewvent of Unionists re-
fusing to work alongside of non-un-
icnists. The men solidly refused to
sign. The masters thereupon declar-
ed a lockout which has held up build-
ing operations representing $50,00,00.
entailing a loss of $5,00,000 in wages
and reduced many families to starva-
tion.

IFrequent efforts to arrange a settle-
ment have been futile. ~The national
conciliation board intervened unsuc-
cessfully suggesting terms which the
men declined.

The London masters have now laid
the case before the National Master
Ruilders’ Federation, who have de-
cided that the London employers
should acept a conference upon the
terms that “in the event of the oper-
atives refusing to accept the terms
provided within recommendation of
the national conciliation board within
ten days from such a conference a
ceneral lockout shall be declared.’

This threat to resort to a nat:onal
lcckout, which would affect 500,000
men is regarded as an ultimatum. The
London men’s union will meet im-
mediately to consider the sitnation.
Their action will certainly be govern-
ed by provincial reports as the Lon-
doners are largely dependent upon the
funds of the provincial branches which
wovld-not- be- avaiole -in-the event
of a natioual dispute.

Witnessed an Unusual
Demonstration.

LONDON, May 12.—A number
of Suffragettes interrupted the State
performance at the Royal Opera,

Covent Garden, last night, which was
given in honor, of King Christian and
Queen Alexandrine of Denmark. The
Royal Opera House ‘was® practically
a palace for the night. Royalty was
there in great numbers, as well as
the most prominent members of the
nobility and the foreign diplomats.

The Sufiragettes were seated in
the balcony above the Royal box.
Daring a brief interval in the per-
formance one of the women leaned
over the balcony and shouted: “King
George, women are bheing tortured in
vour dominions!” Two men in the
| audience promptly seized the woman
and dragged her away. Another mili-
tant took her place amd began to
scatter leaflets. Two or three of these
dropped to the edge of the Royal
box, but a majority of them fell in
the orchestra stalls, which were oc-
cupied principally by court person-
ages in State attendance.

The audience was very indignant
at the action of the wcmen. The
members o fthe Royal party glanced
up as the shower of leaflets began
to fall. but soon résumed their talk-
ing with each other and paid no fur-
ther attention to the woman who was
throwing the leaflets down. She was
soon seized amd she and her compan-
jon were hustled out of the house.
They strugeled and screamed while
they were being ejected and it re-
quired some rough treatment to get
them out. When they arrived at the
exit to the street their clothing and
hair were in a dishevelled condition.
They were not arrested but put into
a taxicab and huried away. The dis-
turbance in the theatre lasted about
three minutes

The performance was a gorgeous
affair. As it was a State performance
all the detuils were in the hands of
the T.ord Chamberlain and his staff
of officials. All of the boxes in the
centre and stretching well over the
curve on cither side of the horse-
shoe had been commandeered for the
Royalties and their suites, and for
1e special guests of King George
and Queen Mary,<4n addition to the
King and Queen of Denmark.
