Saskatoon, Dec. 17.—After Joha
Mesci had been called into the court
room this morning to receive his sen-
tence for the murder of the Thobura
family, Chief Justice Wetmore said :

I gm SOITY
to say that I can hold out no hope
of mercy; but I do not know what ac-
tion the department of justice will
take, if any. The jury have found you
guilty and 1 must say I agree with
them. The evidence of imsanity was
very inconsistent, and did not agree
with your written confession. I em-
plore you to make your peace with
Almighty God, and order that you be
confined to - the Prince Albert jail,
and that you be hanged by the neck
until you are dead on Thursday, the
tenth day of March, and may God
have mercy on’ your soul.” Mesci
took the awful sentence without mak-
ing any sign of fear. He smiled when
taken by the police to the cells be-
low, and probably was the most
composed man in the court room. He
