Coffee Test.

Hme following directions to his
collectors of coffee samples for mak-
ing their preliminary tests. Itis Ha-
gar's method modified: Prepare a sat-
solution of common salt
Shake up a small quantity of the cof-
fee to be tested with ten times its bulk
of the brine, in a test tube at least
uarters of an inch in diameter.
Repeat the shaking twice, so that the
cotfee may be thorou%(}’xly wetted, and
then allow the tube to stand for half
an hour. Observe then the color of
the brine and the quantity of the
nmile floating on the surf: as well
as the amount deposited in the tube,
If the color isa ve e amber, and
nearly the whole of the coffee doah,
the samtfle maLbe assumed to be pure.
A degidedly darker or yellow tint in-
dicates admixture of chicory, etc., in
which case thereis alsoa r de-
g:it. This increases, and the color of
brine ws darker with fhe im-
purity of the coffee. With 80 cent.
chicory, the brown color is very
marked, and with astill larger per
centage of adulterant, the brine be-

comes dark brown.—Boston Herald.
