HARRY THAW
DECLAIRED INSANE

(Continued from Page 1.)

The verdiet of the jury was plainly
warranted by the evidence, not merely
as an expression of reasonable’ doubt,
but even as an affirmative finding of
the fact of insanity.

“Harry K. Thaw has not yet recover
ed from his insanity above stated and
defined. This determination is made

upon the following grounds:

“First, all the experts agree that in &
case of true paranoia recovery is very
doubtful,

“Second, the court is disposed to pay
great respect to the opinion of the hos-
pital authorities here—of Dr. Baker, the
hospital physician, having been actually
in charge of Thaw there. All such au
thorities are public officers with no con-
ceivable motive except to do their duty.

“Third, in view of the leading traits
of paranoia the lay testimony given by
50 many entirely respectable and eredible
witnesses, showing rational conduct on
the prisoner’s part in the Tombs, at
Matteawan and in the Duchess and
Westchester County jails, is not of com
manding force.

“Fourth, the testimony of the alien-
ists called for the defendant, as to his
present condition, . seems to me, upon
the whole, more convincing than that
of those called for the prisoner.

Fifth, upon my own personal obser-
vation of the conduct of Thaw, his ac-
tions and speech in the court room, both
on and off the witness stand. I have

been impressed that he is now of un-
sound mind. He was exceedingly ner-
vous and very frequently interrupted

his counsel with suggestions. Upon his
examination it became evident, even by
his own admission, that he holds his for-
mer beliefs as to the evil practices of
White, just as extremely and just as
strongly as ever. If those constituted de-
lusions in his mind when he committed
the homicide, they are the same now.
While he has no more evidence
against White than he had then, it is
all of the same character; and neither
alone or with what he previously had
warrants his extreme convictions.”

“The enlargement of Harry K. Thaw
now would be dangerous to the public
peace and safety, and therefore cannot
be permitted.”

EVELYN TALKS.

Blames Lawyer for Trouble Between
Her and Husband.

New York, Aug. 12.—Mrs. Evelyn
Nesbit Thaw waxed wroth to-night over
the publication of alleged interviews
with her which young Mrs. Thaw says
never happened. Mrs. Thaw said she
wished to give out an interview partly
because of statements that she is seek-
ing a settlement of $500,000 from the
Thaw family.

“I learn from the papers,” Mrs.
Thaw began, “that Mr. Morschauser
says I have made a demand on the
Thaw family for a settlement of
$500,000. The statement is absolute-
ely untrue. I never have asked Mr. Thaw
nor any member of the Thaw family
for anything except to support me,

which is my right.

“It is only since Mr. Morschauser has
become counsel for Mr. Thaw that Mr
Thaw has assumed an attitude of indif-
ference toward me. Since a year ago this
summer I have had several interviews
with Mr. Morschauser. The first time I
talked with him was toward the end
of last summer. At that time Mr. Mors-
chauser seemed to think that I was not
entitled to support—and that has been
the keynote of his attitude toward

right along since then. Until he became

interested in Mr. Thaw's case I had
little trouble about money for my sup-
port.

‘You have worked before,” was
Mr. Morschauser's idea; ‘why don’t you
go to work again? You ought to." He

torgot that there is nothing for me to
do but to go on the stage, but I remind-
ed him of this.
