“Our friends, the Liberals of
the Dominion of Canada, are
justly encouraged by the patent
fact that the death of Sir John
Thompson has left the Conserva-
tives without a Leader competent
to reconcile the conflicting de-
mands and preoccupations of the
various provinces, We trust that
events may justify Mr. Laurier in
predicting that, should the present
Canadian Government venture to
appeal to the country. the Liberals
would sweep Quebec, and make
so strong a demonstration in On-
tario as to make sure of a majority
in the Ottawa House of Commons.
We should feel more certain of
their\success if the Canadian gea-
eral elections were postponed un-
til after our Congress had répeal-
ed those clauses of the new Tarift
act which have gratuitously re-
lieved Canadian products from a
Jarge part of the customs duties
which formerly weighed upon
them. We would warn, more-
over, the Canadian advocates of
close relations with this country,
that while the plank of unrestrict-
ed reciprocity may be a good
lever for impelling their country-
men part of the way toward the
longed-for goal,it should be: re-
garded strictly as a means and
not an end; for the American
people, now thoroughly alive to
their own interests, will never
give Canadian commodities free
access to American markets, until

Canadian provinces are ready to}?

accept, with the commereial privi-
leges, the politizal responsibilities
of members of our Union.”

From this plain statement, two
things are quite evident. The
first is thatthe hopes of the annex-
ationists are bound up in the suc-
cess of “our friends the Liberals”
at the next Dominion general
election; and the second is that
the dominant party in the United
States Congress are prepared, in
the hope of accomplishing their
nefarious designs, to repeal every
clause of the new United States
tariff act that is any ‘'way favor—
able to Canada. It will now be
in order for “our friends, the
Liberals” to state exactly where
they stand regarding this matter.
Have they entered into a compact
with their friends in the United
States to pave the way for an-
nexation, if once they obtain the
reins of government in Canada;
and with this object in view have
they been talking “Commercial
Union,” “Unrestricted Recipro-
city,” and® “Continental Free
Trade” simply for the purpose of
veiling their treason from their
fellow-countrymen? Or have Mr.
Laurier, Sir Richard Cartwright,
and the lesser lights of the party
been trifling with the people of
the United States by apparently
playing into their hands for the
purpose of obtaining help to carry
the elections? Whichever horn
of the dilemma they may wish to
take, they cannot escape the odium
of being deceivers. Let every
lover’ of Canada ask himself this
question: “are these men worthy
of being entrusted with the gov-
ernment of our country ?”

@ Dominion Public Acoounts-

Tue Public' Acgounts -of the
Dominion, for the fiscal year end-
ing June 30th. 1894, have come to
hand. They are not as satisfactory
as we might wish, somewhat less
s0, indeed, : than for some time
past. During the year the revenue
leclined $1,794,000 ; while the ex-
penditure increased $771,000,
leaving instead of a surplus of
$1,354,000, as in the year 1893, a
leficit of $1,210,300. The Mon-
treal (Gazette contains a very good

as set forth in the accounts, from
which we quote as follows: “The
falling off in income was anticipat-
ed to some extent, it having oc-
surred practically wholly in
customs receipts, which dropped
from $20,954,003 to $19,198,114,a
loss of $1,755,800. The quiet
state of trade, the reduced volume
of imports, and especially the re-
duction of duties made at the re-
vision of the tariff last March, ac-
sount for the smaller collection of
customs duties, but it is satisfac-
tory to observe that the other
sources of revenue were well main-
tained. None the lgss, the exist-
e of so donsiderable a'deficit as
$1,210,000, taken in connection
with ‘the fact that a still larger
shortage will oecur during the
current fiscal year, imposes upon
the Government the necessity of
practising the most rigid economy
ingorder to maintain the excep-
tionally high credit which Canada
has attained under its administra-
tion. = Happily deficits are not of
frequeut occurrence in the public
accounts of the Dominibn,the only
continuous existence of balances
on the wrong side having been
during the term of office of the
Liberal party, and as against
aggregate deficits of $18,065,000
since Confederation there can be
placed. the fact that the yearly
surpluses mount up to no less than
$39,073,000. g

ments, it will be convenient for
comparative purposes to select the
year of highest income under
Liberal rule, of highest ineome
under Conservative rule, and the
last fiscal year, the figures being
as follows :— .

In treating of the public revenue
it is the fashion of opponents of
the Government to represent the
whole increase in receipts during
recent "years as so much ad-
ditional taxation. = No fallacy
could well be greater. Not even
the figures set forth above as the
collection from taxation fairly ex-
nibit the real measure of the im—
pasts upen the people, because
they include receipts from excise
as well as from customs, and the
former is'a purely voluntary tax-
ation. The customs duties yielded
$15,351,011 in " 1875,

about three millions agrises from
the removal of the duty on sugar.
The actual amount of customs
taxation levied last year was just
25 per cent. higher than in 1875,
and in that period the population
of the Dominion  has increased in
as large a ratio, so that the per
capite taxation is no greater now
than when the old revenue tariff
was in operation. The gain in
miscellaneous revenue is continu-
ous, amounting in the last twenty
years to more than 100 per cent.,
and this increment, it is important
to note, has been made without
any addition to actual or relative
taxation. The major portion of
this income is derived from the
postal service and from public
works, including Government
railways. In 1875 the post office
and  public works produced a
revenue of $2,587,692, while in
1894 they yielded $6,512,086, a
gain of nearly four millons of
dollars in' the public revenue due
entirely to the growth of popula-
tion,the development of resources
and the enlargement of the trade
of the Dominion. From customs
taxation the Government is not
collecting one cent morg per head
than it did twenty years ago, and
the whole increment in'thé revenue
has arisen from sources which in-
volve no ‘taxation properly so-
called.

Turning to the expenditure side
of the accounts we have this state-

The variation-imthe eXpenditure
during the last eight years has
been narrow, within' a limit of
about 5 per:eent., and the changes
have not always been onan ascend-
ing scale. Nearly 30 per cent. of
the outlay is represented by in-
terest on the debt, which last year
amounted to $10,393,571, or $373,-
000 more than in 1893, subsidies
to the Provinces absorbed $4,206,-
654, an increase of -$270,900, and
sinking funds topk $2,181,360, an
increase of $35,800. Of the total
increment of $771,000 in the ex-
penditure in 1894, therefore, all
but $100,000 is accounted for in
these items which are uncontroll-
able. The expense of collecting
the revenue was $138,700 greater
than in 1893, but less than in the
three preceding years, while all
other expenditures weré cut down
$48,000. In examining the details

ment in the Northwest is gradu-
ally being reduced, the outlay
apon ‘Indian tribes being now a
couple of hundged thousand dollars
less than the average of the nine
years, 1882-91, while the cost of
the Mounted police has fallen from
$863,000 in 1888 to $611,000 last
year. A considerable cut was
also made in the expenditure upon
the militid foree, the amount hav-
ing been $135,000 less than in
1893. On the other hand, the
maintenance of penitentiaries in-
volved a larger charge by $100,
000, principally on account of the
manufacture of binder twine at
Kingston, and it cost $100,000
more to collect the excise revenue
by reason of the fact that the de-
partment has engaged in the ex-
clusive manufacture of methylated
spirits. Then the expenditure for
mail subsidies and steamship sub-
ventions was increased last year
$121,600 by the grantto the
steamship service between Canada
and Australia. It isquite evident,
however, that the rising scale of
public expenditure, slow\though
its progress has been for the last
seven or eight years, must be
checked, at least until such time
as renewed activity in the import
trade produces a more buoyant
revenue.

The Blenheim left Halifax Thursday
last for Portsmouth. She has brought
to an end her first and never-to-be-for-
gotten visit to Canadian waters. The
mission upon which she came here was
010 with which her name must always
remain in distinct association, for no
matter to what brave work she may be
called in the years to come, she had,
when she sailed away yesterday, per-
formed a duty the first in its far-reach-
ing sympathy and significance to which
a British warship has ever been callad.

The Halifax Herald remarks
that “it is not generally known or
remembered that the greatest
single industry in Canada today
has been protected from the very
first. The duty of three cents a
pound is what first stimulated our
he greatest cheese exporting
country of the world. In 1860
Canada exported $13,675 worth.
That was in the days of free trade
with the United States. In 1870,
after the reciprocity treaty had
been abolished and ' the protective
duty had come in, we exported
$674,486 worth. By 1880 this
export had risen to $3,893,366
worth. In 1890 it was $9,372,212
worta.  And in 1893 our cheese
export had reached the grand
figure of $13,407,470. That shows
what thirty years or so of unin-
terrupted protection will do. But

may yet be’ attained, for New
Brunswick,Nova Scotia and P. E.
Island are only just beginning
this industry,and there is no reason
why they should not make a
splendid record.”

nominated as their candidate Mr.
Joseph A. Chisholm, Barrister, former-
ly of Antigonish, but now a member of
the leading law firm of Bordew, Ritchie,
Parker and Chisholm, Halifax. Mr.
Chisholm, it is understood, has accept-
ed the nomination thus unanimously
tendered him by the Liberal Conservas
tives of His native county. Mr.
Chieholm- is regarded as a gentleman
of very fine abilities, of good attain-
ments, and of high personal character.
We hope to see him carry the county
by a handsome majority. On the
same day Mr. Ernest Gregory was un-
animously nominated by the Liberal
Conservatives to contest the local seat,
which is expected to become vacant by
the resignation of Hon. Mr. Mclsaac.
Mr. Gregory took time to consider the
nomination thus unanimously tendered
him.
