vens ft 1,’ (metaphorically speaking), 
and are put out now, time will 
bring ab)ut events in their favor.”

It is not by any misconception of 
the state of the case that Mr. Dou- 
gell says that the Protestant»—and 
he is speaking here specially of the 
Protestants of Ontario—claim for 
themselves the right of estallishing 
Separate Protestant schorls under 
which Catbelios are accustomed to 
establish Catholic schools.

gion, and we have the natural right 
not to be thwarted in our wishes in 
this regard. Mr. Dougall takes an 
impregnable stand on Ibis point-

dren a Christian, coupled with a 
common school education, and to 
have the use of their own and not 
their Protestant neighbor’s texts,
. . . . We all know, or ought to 
know, that to educate the head leav­
ing the heart Blank is to train 
clever men and women who, with­
out fear of Goà or His judgments, 
are thus enabled by tbeir sharpened 
intellects to perpetuate crimes for 
which all Christians should blush. 
We have an example of this in tht 
criminal who now lies in Philadel­
phia jail, having confessed to de­
frauding of insurance companies of 
several thousands of dollars, who is 
accused of many murders—innocent 
lives sacrificed to the golden god. 
As a barrister of long standing I 
have many opportunities of know­
ing that the educated viliain ie the 
worst—the most to be dreaded vil­
lain.” Here also, to those who 
assert that Separate schools are in­
ferior to the Public school», there is 
no need of adding any comment to 
Mr. Doagall’s answer, which is as 
follows :

“ To my own personal knowledge 
here in the city of Belleville, a good 
common school education is given 
in the Separate schools, and I have 
but to refer to the last year’s en­
trance examination to prove this.

Doagall maintains that it is the 
intention of the Legislature that the 
Public scboolj of Ontario shall be 
distinctively Protestant schools in 
faof, if not in name, otherwise why 
should provision be made to “ ex­
clude a Roman Catholic teacher at 
the option of five Protestant heads 
of families in an^sohoff section." 
We are aware, of course, that it is 
ihe contention of those who are 
opposed to Catholic Separate sohools, 
that the Public schools are non-sec­
tarian, and that they should be ac, 
ceptalle to all Canadians. - To this 
we answer first that we know to 
the contrary that in many instances 
there le Protestant teaching, and 
frequently misrepresentation of 
Catholic doctrine. In addition to 
this either the Protestant version 
of the bible or the book of Scripture 
selections thirafrom is read in near­
ly all the schools, and in many of 
them commented on by the teach­
er in accordance with their peculiar
tenels. Many of the Public sohools 
are therefore Protestant in the 
strictest sense of the word, and 
when Catholics object to their being 
made sectarian in this way they ob­
tain no redress in most o,|eet',"as the 
trustees régulai ly take the side 
which their instinct of religious 
propagandism dictates.

The Rev. William Barry, D. D., 
known personally to many in the 
United States since his visit thither,

children left without baptism ; the 
clergy exiled in thousands or sent 
to the scaffold, or done to death in 
popular tumults. Men of whom 
the world was not worthy, ‘ had 
trial of cruel mockings and sconrg- 
ings—yea, moreover, of bonds and 
imprisonment. . . . Being desti­
tute, tormented, afflicted, they wan. 
dered in deserts and in mountains, 
and in dens and caves of the eaitb 
A multitude of them were thrown 
naked upon onr shores ; and who 
can tell the sufferings which, in 
every part of the civilized world, 
were undergone by those whom the 
reigning anti-Christ charged with 
being followers of Jeans ? « It
seemed that the Last Day was come, 
The Holy Catholic Church, once the 
Lady of Kingdoms, glorious and 
fair to beheld, sat down in the dust 
by the bier of her dead Pontiff. A 
whole generation grew up which 
knew not the name or the grace or 
the life of the Carpenter’s Son. The 
hearts of men failed them for fear. 
The fine gold was dimmed; the 
holy nlaoe lay desolate. And the 
best among Christiana bad spirit 
only to suffer. Had the issue de­
pended on them, all indeed was lost 
for Christendom and the future. 
“ We look round again, and 
behold what a change I Surge, il- 
luminare Jerusalem / Great is the 
power which makes itself manifest in 
weakness. Rationalism, measuring 
with its petty line the deeps of 
God is dumbfounded. Science, learn­
ing whet it did not know before, lays 
its hand on its mouth, The feeble 
understanding in which man rejoic­
ed, not praising the Giver, has 
stumbled and hurt itself at the 
doors innumerable of this strange, 
romantic, mysterious universe. It

Quite an excitement has been 
created, daring the past few weeks, 
by the large circulation of a new 
French work entitled “Le Grand 
Coup ’’—The Great Blow, or Stroke. 
According to its pages, this year 
1896 is destined to be one of wonder­
ful moment in the history of the 
world. The 20th of September 
next is indicated as a fatahday when 
the terrible chastisement from hea­
ven will fall upon the world. All 
these predictions are based upon past 
prophetic statements, the majority 
of which have been fulfilled ; and 
particularly upon the revelations 
made on the occasion of the Appari­
tion of la Selette. The work is a 
most wonderful piece of composition. 
Without a doubt the author has 
woven a very powerful chain out of 
the events that have stirred the 
world in the past, the prophesies 
that have been fulfilled, and those 
that he now makes and the fulfil­
ment of which he asserts most posi­
tively. The year 1896 is chosen as 
the one of the “ Grand OoUp ” for 
many reasons ; amongst others be­
cause a revel *tion to the venerable 
Dominique Patri, in 1797, announces 
that à century will not lapse before 
the great calamity comes ; and 1896 
is the fourteenth centenary of the 
baptism of Clovis ; it is the eighth 
centenary of the first Crusade ; be­
cause the Basilica of Montmartre 
will be completed this year; it is 
the fiftieth anniversary of the Ap­
parition of la Salette, an it is the 
year fixed by the diabclidhl pre­
dictions of the Luoiferians as to the 
date of the birth of the grandmother 
of Anti-Christ. The twentieth of 
September is indicated as that for 
Satanic vengeance. The Satanic 
revenges are the arobusoade of Oastei- 
fi iardo in 1860 ; the apoataoy of ex- 
Father Hyacinthe in 1869 ; the foun­
dation of the Palladio vite, or su- 
pteme rite of Freemasonry, by Al­
bert Pike, in 1870; the taking of 
Rome by the Piedmontese troops 
that year ; thee lebration of the 20 th 
September, ever since 1887, as a; 
Masonic feast ; the defeat of France 
by the Prussians ; and the throwing 
into Rome of the grand chief of 
Masonry in 1893. Whai reliability 
is to be placed on the predictions 
contained in this work we are not 
prepared to say. Oae thing, how­
ever, wo must admit; the author 
has gone to no end of trouble to mar­
shal a most astounding array of evi­
dence in support of his prophetic 
contentions. Certainly if the 
“ Grand Coup ’’—the great chastise­
ment—is to oome in the form of 
war, we need not be surprised 
Surely there are, even now, at the 
opening of the year, sufficient ru­
mours abroad to show that the Great 
Powers of the world are by no 
means acting in a manner indicative 
of perpetaal peace. Be the prophet 
right or wrong, one thing is sure— 
this year will he the real “ grand 
coup ” for thousand», the only great 
blow man must expect.—True Wit­
ness.

She 
likewise counts among the poor, 
she has gone back to the Catacombs

A contemporary remarks, says 
the True Witness, that half a century 
ago this year the sixth Cjunoil of 
Baltimore was held with, one Arch­
bishop and twenty-two Bishops. 
One of the prominent acts of the 
council was the choosing of “the 
Blessed Virgin conceived without 
sin ” as the patroness of the country. 
This was eight years before the pro­
mulgation of the dogma of the Im­
maculate Conception by Pius IX*
