Judging of Horses. Combleted.

The judging of horses of -all classes

‘Thoroughbreds, Standard
Breds, Roadsters and Saddle Horses
followed. : Then came the heavy hor-
ses, giant Clydesdales, prancing Per-
cherons of fine proportions, immense
Belgians pirouetting like ponies, hand-
some Suffolk Punch and draught and
general pyrpose -horses bringing up
the rear.  The spectators in the grand
stand enclosure éxpressed their admir-
ation by oytbursts of applause as sev-
eral of the .classes were ranged be-
fore them for.display.

“The stallion class of Clydes . and
Pereherons shown at the Edmonton
Exhibition this year would compare
faverably with those shown at the
Toreonto Exhibition last year, or in
fact any fair in Canada.”

In-these words 'Neil Smith, of
Brampton, ‘Ontario, judge of the gen-
eral purpose and heavy horses at the
fair, expressed his opinion to the Bul-
letin yesterday. Mp. Smith has had
twenty ‘years’ experience in horse
judging in the East and is considered
a .competent judge in every respect.
He. has judged horses .at the Toronto
exhibition, Brampton fair, and many
horse shows in the East, -but this is
his first experience in Western horse
Judging, and Mr. Smith was naturally
muech surprised at the excellent stock
on the grounds.

Can Improve Here.

“Your general purpose and agricul-
tural horses,” he continued, ‘“‘are not
quite up to Eastern .standard as yet,
but the stallions as a whole, and es-
pecially the Clydes shown this year
cannot be beaten in Canada.”

Questioned as to_.his opinion of the
fair grounds and ‘the exhibition as a
whole, Mr, ,Smith sfated that he was
very. favorably ,impyessed.

‘“What, strikes ,me most forcibly,”
he sdid, “is the modern and up-to-date
way in which the grounds are laid out
‘and ‘the buildings constructed. Of
course -everythihg as yet has a rather
urpleasant air of newness about it
strange to an Eastern man, but that
will bé remedied as time goes by,

“It -is my truthful opinion that in
a few years Edmonton will have
grounds second to none of the same
size in the Dominion of Canada.”

Best Dairy Cattle.

A. W. MciIntyre, judge of the swine
and dairy cattle, when seen yesterday
had mnothing but good words to say
about , the stock exhibited, and the
fair in general. s .

‘'‘Already this year,” he said, ‘T have
judged dairy ecattle and swine at the
Medicine Hat, Lethbridge, Macleod
and. Claresholm exhibitions; but noth-
ing that I have seen at_these fairs
has come up to the dairy stock shown
this year at the Edmonton exhibition:

ROLLS BACK HORIZON
FOR THOUSAND MILES

This is the Effect of thé Construction
of the National Transcontifméntal,
Says Sir Wilfrid Laurier—Elevat-
ors on the Coast.

Prince Rupert, B.C., Aug. 23—Sir
Wilfrid Laurier had a trip over the
completed portion 6f the Transcontin-
ental, some seventéen miles, and con-
tinued his. exploration on the Hudson
Bay steamer Skeena, visiting the na-
tive village of Metlatala and the Ang-
lican school. Addressing the crowd
from the government office platform
at Prince Rupert the premier declar-
ed that the Transcontinental had
rolled back the Canadian horizon a
thousand miles. The premier referred
to the trade prospects and possibili-
ties. He spoke of the magnitude of
the tea importations and forecasted
the orientals turning from rice to
wheat for food. He added that the
government was considering the con-
rstructlon of elevators at Vancouver

and Prince Rupert and that follewing
the conference with Capt. Nicholson
he decided the govérnment must in-
stall fifteen lights and take other pre-
cautions to make navigation speedy
and safe. The premier closed with a
patriotic invocation.

FIVE YEARS AND 15 LASHES.

Sentence Tmposed on Oxford County
4 Farmer, 4

Woodstoke, Ont.,, Aug. 23.—Judge
Finkle this morning heard the charge
of illicit-relations between a young
farmer, ILloyd Forbes, aged 26, who
came from Daketa and Hazel Nunn,
an adopted child, fourteen.years old.
At the time. of the alleged act Forbes
had been living with Chas. Nunn, and
is an uncle of the young girl. The
girl’'s evidence was that since. 1967 the
prisoner had from time to time been
unduly familiar with her. In passing
sentence Judge Finkle stated that in
his -twenty-five years’ experience it
was the first case of the kind he had
had to deal with, He sentenced
Forhes to five years in the provincial
penitentiary with fifteen lashes during
the first and third years.

GOttawa, Aug. 23—W. D. Ecott, su-
perintendent of immigration, has re-
turned from the old country, where
he went to look into the complaints
which have been directed against the
Canadian immigration reéulations
which provide that arrivals from the
Gld country must possess on reaching
Canada ‘$25. As a result of confer-
ences Mr. Scott held with the heads

tof. the yvarious immigration agencies
i

in the country and with ether parties
interested, the:.superintendent of im-
migration  is able to -‘afnmouce that
there.. will be a modi[icatior_x of the
meoney -qualification. with respect to
new arrivals.  The effect of this modi-
fication will be that any immigrant
who comes to Canada, ‘secures per-
manent employment and demonstrates
'to the 'satisfagtion of the officials of
the department that he. and his fam-
ity are not likely 'to become public
charges will be allowed to bring out
the members of his family without
prodiicing transportation.
Would Prove Hardship.

This change has been decided upon
hecause it has been represented that
the monetary qualification as put into
force some months ago was likely to
prove 4 hardship in deserving cases
and  to! prevént an industrious mian
who was beginning to make good in
Canada from being joined by his fam-
ily. - This modification applies only
to. asgisted immigration as the im-
migration authorities have never in-
sisted on an immigrant who has come
to Canada on his own account and
made good being compelled to provide
additional funds for his family on ar-
rival in Canada.

Some weeks ago the regulations
were so modified that immigrants
coming to assured employment in
Canada, such as railway construction
work, were relieved of the necessity
of producing $25 on arrival in the
country, with the second modification
outlined above the rcgulations will
effect those who come to Canada with-
out immediate prospect of employ-
ment and this class will include the
immigrant who is! liable to become
rnon-supporting and a public charge.

Mr. Scott is confiient that the pro-
posed ;modification’ will meet the ob-
jections  which have been 'made ito
the regulations on' both sides of the
Atlantie. %1

Mr. Scott is optimistic as to the
prospects of ' increased immigration
from Great Britaiadto Canada. Aus-
tralia, he says, héid entered upon a
vigorous immigratibw propagaenda, and
will have to be re¢koned on in the
future,. but Canada will be able to
hold her own with the Common-
wealth.

While in' England Mr. Scott spent a
week as the guest-of Lord Strathcona.
The high -commissioner for Canada,
he said, continues to take'a lively in-
terest in ‘all ‘things Canadian, and is
ooking for a great-«<levelopment in
transportation facilities, and predicts
that in less than five.years it will be
possible to travel
Ottawa in five days.

THE MINISTER IS NOT
PESSIMISTIC ON CROPS

It Might Have. Been Better or it
Might Have Been Worse He Tells
the Ottawa People in Speaking of
Western Conditions.

Calgary, ;Aug. 23—Hon. Frank Oli-
ver, minister of the interior, returned
to Ottawa for a few hours before pro-
ceading to Quebec.

The minister, who looks well tanned
after his record-breaking trip to the
Yukon by the overland moute, is quite
enthusiastic over the success of Sir
Wilfrid Laurier's tour of the West,
and especially with Alberta’s share in
the reception of the premier.

Like other old-timers of the West,
he is not inclined to take a pessimistic
view of the crop situation.

“It might have been better, but
again it might have been worse, and
on the whole our folks will pull
through all right,” was the way in
which Mr. Oliver put the case.

After returning to Ottawa the min-
ister will spend a few days here catch-
ing up. with the arrears of business
before going West again.

COLLIDE IN LAKE ST. CLAIR.

The Schoolcraft, with 750,000 Feet of
Lumber, Ran -Aground.

Detroit, Mich., Aug. 23.—Two down-
bound steamers, meeting one up-
bound, resulted in ‘bringing together
the wooden steamers Schoolcraft and
Amazon in Lake St. Clair, off Grosse
Point, about noon yesterday. The
stem of the Schoolcraft was some-
what twisted in the ‘crash, and the
vessel beginning to leak,- she was
run over -toward the Michigan bank
and beached in about fourteen feect
of watér. ;

The :Schoolcraft, with a cargo of
750.000 feet of Iumber, was on her
way -to Buffalo. "The steamer J. H.
Bartow was passing down on her port
side, as the Amazon was coming up,
and it is alleged the suction from the
Bartow drew the Schoolerait in front
of the: Amazon and she siruck on her
starboard baw.

The Amazon, apparently not much
damaged, proceeded up. . The School-
craft and her cargo are insured, ’

PUSHING BRAZEAU
MINES EXTENSION

A. C. Mackenzie, Big C.N.R. Contract-
or, Engaged at Prescnt-on- Vegre-
ville-Calgary Branch, Tells 6f Con-
struction Work—Says Steecl Wil
Be Laid from Stettler to C. wad E.
vn Mines Extension.

“The friction between the Canadian
Neorther and Canadian Pacific rail-
ways in regard to the €.P.R. running
their new line over irrigated lands be-
longing to the latter company near
Calgary, is now over,” said A. C. Mac-
Kenzie, a large contractor for con-
struction work on the C. N. R, to a
Bulletin reporter Wednesday morning.

Mr. -MacKenzie, who is a brother of
Wm. MacKenzie, president of the C.
N. R., arrived in the city yestéerday.
He is here on business connected with
the new branch line of the €. N. R,,
which is being built from WVegreville
to -Calgary.

‘“TPhe trouble with the €. P. R.
in regard to our new extension to Cal-
gary,” continued Mr. MacKenzie,
‘“arose over the C. P. R. irrigated
lands in the vicinity of Calgary.

Must Run Over C. P. R. Lands.

“In order to run our line into
the city it is necessary to run over ir-
rigated lands belonging to the C. P.
R. and the latter company refused to
grant us right of way.

“For five days the C. N. R. con-
tractors on that portion of the line
were held up and had to stop con-
struction operations. However, now
an understanding between the two
companies has been arrived at and
construction work is proceeding rap-
idly.

“I cannot say for certain. as to whe-
ther + permaneat agreement between
the two companies has been made as
vet but at any rate the difficulty is
settled for the present.”

In regard to other construction'work
now being done by the Canadian Nor-
thern railway. Mr. MacKenzie stated
that the branch line.from Stettler to
Rocky Mountain _house. which is
known as the Brazeau Mines exten-
sion is being constructed with.all pes-
sible spced and although the line will
not be completed this year steel will
probably -be laid as far west as the
C. & E."branch of the €. P. R. before
freeze up.

As well as having a contract - for
jthe Vegreville to Calgary and Stettler
to Rocky Mountain house lines Mr.
t MacKenzie will construct seventy
| miles on the main line of the C. N. R,
from the Pacific coast east.

AEROPLANES FOR WAR.

CANADIAN CHEESE
IMPORTS INCREASE

New Zealand. However, ‘is Proving a
Formidable Rival in the Marlkets
of Great Britain During the Past
Year or Two.

Ottawa,Aug. 23—P. B. MacNamara,
Canadian trade commissioner at Man-
chester, sends to the department of
trade and commerce a comprehensive

report. on the present state of ‘the
British' cheese trade. Iie says that

of cheese by the pcople of the old
country has been steadily d¢ wreasing.

During the past decade there has
bcen a decrease or ten per cent. in
importations from_foreign
and the imports for this season so
far -are less than those of 1909 Ly
3,565 tons. . This wvear imports from
Holland have fallen from 14,500 tons
to 12,564 tons, while the United States
receipts have been. only 1,700 tons.
In 3909 the imports from the United
States reached the high figure of 26,-
334 tons and the smali figures of to-
day indicate that the time is near
at hand when the United States will
cease to send cheese to the British
margets.

Mr. MacNamara notes with satisfac-
tion that there is a steady increase .in
the imports of cheese from the col-
onies, the imports of 1909 being only
ten thousand tons, an increase -of
those ffom 1301.

Vice Admirszl of French Navy Says

They Will Be of Great Service.

Paris, Aug. 23.—The aeroplane 1s|
the only antidote for the submarine,
according to Vice-Admiral Besson, ot
the French navy, and aeccordingly
France is pretecting herseif along
these lines.

Within a short time this country
will' consfderably outnumber Great
Britain in’ submarines. Great Brit-
ain has 63 submarines in actual  ser-
vice.

Britain's 74 under-sea fighting mach-
ines, France will have 80, and this
does not take into consideration this
country’s programme of ceast det‘ence;
apparatus, which includes many more
submarines.

According to Vice-Admiral -Besson,
it would be practically impossible to
blockade a French port. Aeroplanes
and submarines working from shore
bases could play havoc with any navy.
The aeroplane could very well be
Jaunched from a battleship and it is
only at a great height that the limpi-
dity of the sea will allow one to see a
submarine far-below the surface. The
submerged machines of the enemy,
says Besson, could therefore be dis-
covered, while the submarines of the
home government would remain in-
visible.
