The danger of 'l)r_inging petrol near
a naked flame was again illustrated at

‘the inquest at Chiswick, W., on Sat-

urday on ‘Mrs. Stiles, wife of Mr. Les-
lic Stiles, the actor and playwright.
Petrol is not only infiammable but
also it gives off at all temperhtures a
vapour which ignites, sometimes with
an explosion, in fhe presence of a
flame or-spark.
