July 17th, from M. White (Aqua- 
forte to Caplin BayL-rCaplin is plen­
tiful, but codfishery prospects are not 
very encouraging. The total catch Is 
1,905 quintals, and for last week, 470. 
Seventy dories and skiffs, 14 boats 
and 39 traps are fishing. The lobster 
catch is 1,200 to date. The trawl men 
and traps did very poorly this week, 
and there is no fish worth while off- 
shore. Dogfish were numerous, but 
are now slackening off.
