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Returned Soldier 
Roast Government

The Callousness of the Prime Min­
ister — His Insult to the Gallant 
Men Who Died.

At » meeting of the Orest War 
Veterans' Association held lest night 
to consider arrangements for Com­
memoration Day, LL-CoL Carty oc­
cupied the chair. The main business 
of the meeting was sidetracked by 
questions being asked as to what the 
Squires Government were doing In re­
gard to pensions for the maimed and 
aide soldiers and the dependents of 
those who had made the Supreme 
Sacrifie*. A communication from the 
Colonial Secretary was read, but re­
ceived with dissatisfaction, it being 
considered discourt eons, unsatisfac­
tory and in reality mere camouflage. 
Many speakers condemned the action 
of the government for increasing 
other vote* to the estimated, whilst 
the vote allotted for pensions to the 
Soldiers and Sailors and their depend­
ants were reduced. One speaker, ex- 
Privato Bernard Murphy, tpld the 
meeting it was time for the Soldiers 
and Sailors to act and demand their 
rights by force. He proposed that 
either a committee or a parade in full 
strength should proceed to the Gov­
ernment House and demand that His 
Excellency the Governor take action.

Mr. Harold Mitchell, ex-president of 
the G. W. V. A., strongly condemned 
the action of the government and the 
Prime Minister tor their treatment of 
the Veterans. He had hoped for a 
great deal from the present govern­
ment. but so far the treatment hand­
ed out to the Veterans was to say the 
least discourteous. Mr. Mitchell re­
cited a story of where a widojr of a 
gallant captain of the Royal New­
foundland Regiment, who laid down 
his life on July 1st, 1816, had had an 
Interview with Kr. Squires on certain 
matters some little time ago and how 
she was callously told by the Prime 
Minister that the Newfoundland sol­
diers were paid to fight The story 
fell like a bomb among the gallant 
men present

Majoir Wes March spoke strongly 
against the treatment meted out to 
the Soldiers and Sailors and their de­
pendants, and said it was not good 
enough that taxes should be collected 
to make Increases, while the men who 
went "over there” were absolutely 
forgotten. The retrenchment part of 
the government’s policy was being 
carried out at the expense of the 
maimed and sick and also of the wid­
ows and orphans and parents of those

who slept .in France, Gallipoli, and 
the water* of the North Boa.

There was a surplus of several mil­
lion* of dollars when the late Gov­
ernment went out of office. Some of 
.this should be devoted to the increase 
of pensions. He was ' prepared to 
lead the soldiers in their parade.

R. Matthews, R-N.IL, spoke more on 
behalf of the sailors, regretting that 
the government had done nothing for 
them. Politics 'should be swept aside 
and immediate action taken.

Mr. Batten, a veteran from Bay 
Roberts, and a fall supporter of the 
Squires’ Party, complained bitterly of 
the treatment1 accorded veterans In 
this section. Mr. Barnes had, in a 
reply to a letter sent by Mr. Batten, 
stated that although he would like to 
give returned soldiers the preference 
in Government positions, he feared he 
was unable to do so.

Capt. Hugh Anderson, also, con­
sidered that the soldiers and sailors 
were not receiving the best treat­
ment Homes should be provided for 
maimed soldiers and sailors and the 
Government should furnish loans at 
5 p.c. interest payable within a cer­
tain time. This suggestion was spoken 
favorably to by several members.

Capt. Leo C. Murphy urged that a 
too hasty move be not undertaken. 
The Government should be given a 
chance and in the end things would^ 
probably work out satisfactorily.

Several other speakers supported 
the motion that the veterans should 
force and insist on receiving their 
rights.

Mr. Jack Higgins considered that. It 
would be better policy for them to 
wait until Tuesday night and then de­
finitely decide upon a programme. 
This was agreed to.

Getting back to Commemoration 
Sunday’s programme a lengthy dis­
cussion followed, as to why the pro­
posed ceremony was not to be held on 
July 1st It was pointed out by Capt 
Byrne that the executive of the G. W. 
V. ^ thought the first Sunday In July 
more suitable, as on that day there 
would be a church parade, special ser­
vices In the Churches and a Shrine 
decoration. The explanation was satis­
factory, and the full programme will 
be drafted later. After some questions 
as to correspondence re the publish­
ing of soldiers records in the Star, 
etc., the meeting adjourned until 9 
o’clock Tuesday night next
