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LABOR FAMINE
IN SOUTHERN STATES

Cotton Planters Cannot get Men
to do the Work

Jackson, Miss., Jan. 8—Railroad
contractors, Ilumber manufacturers,
and all large employees of labor
are still crying for more help and
wages are being offered that were
not dreamt of a few years ago.

Notwithstanding the fact that
cotton planters in the swamp  are
offering exceptional imducements to
negro tenants, the usual migragion
to the Delta has started. A few
days ago the laborers of one of the
lumber mills on the Ship Island
road struck for higher pay, the
daily wage of the common laborer
being $2.25 and the manager know-
ing the great scarcity of laborersin
the district promptly advanced the
wages to $2.50 when work was re-
sumed. Though the Mississippi Im-
migration League is doing all in its
power to deal with the situation, it
is thought there can be no relief for
ten months at least.
