SCIMELHE BLUKDERED
The Fremch Say Thoy Took the
British for Arabs

Because They Were So Tanned—Six
Britizh Killed snd Nineteen
Wounaded.

LoxpoN, Jan. 6,—Further developments
have been received from Freetown, capital
of Sierra Leone, of the killing of British
troops by the French. The British were en-
camped in the Connohdistrict, near Warina.
The camp was within the British sphere,
At daylight on Dec. 23 they were attacked
by the French forces, consisting of 30
Senegalese sharpshooters and 1,200 natives,
who were headed by Lieut. Moritz. When
they were fired upon the British at once re-
sponded, and the Frenczh shortly afterwards
retired. Lieut. Moritz was wounded and
captured by the British. He was questioned
by his captors as to his reasons
for attacking them, and explained that they
thought the British troops, who were
blacks, were members of Sofa’s tribes and
that their European officers, who were
deeply tanned by the African sun, were
Arabs. Lieut, Mecritz died from the efiects
of his wounds.

The British loss was less than at first re-
ported, only six of the privates being

killed. The report of the killing of Capt. |

Lendg, Lieuts. Wroughton and Liston and
a sergeant was correct. Nineteen of the
British troops were seriously wounded.
The loss of the French force is not known.
The British force remains at Warina.
Another reportof the engagement says

i it took place by moonlight and that it

was owing to this fact that Lieut. Moritz
was not able to distinguish the uniforms of
the British troops. The latter were taken
by surprise. The confusion in the British
camp was great and this was added to by
careless firing on the part of the British.
The latter were well within British terri-
tory.
