Posen, Sept. 5.—A statue of Emperor 

Frederick was unveiled here yesterday 
in the presence of Emperor William, 
Empress Victoria, the Crown Prince 
Frederick William, Field Marshal 
Count Von Buelow, the cabinet minis­
ters, and many other notabilities. The 
imperial party subsequently proceeded 
to the Provincial Diet House, where 
they received an address from the pro­
vincial authorities. The president of 
the Diet presented the Emperor with a 
loving-cup. His majesty replied to the 
address with a speech of some length. 
There were similar functions at the 
Provincial Assembly House, where the 
Polish members were conspicuous by 
their absence.

Replying to the address of the Pro­
vincial Diet, Emperor William enjoin­
ed the Germans to lay aside their in­
herited tendency to engage in party 
strife, and to work together for the 
good of the country. Referring to the 
Poles his majesty said:

World’s Biggest Tree.

Jersey Stock Farm Ruined—Calves 

Killed-Fat Cattle Made Lean.
Kansas City Club Man Won Novel Bet 

With Horse and Runabout.

Tremley, N. J., Sept. 5.—Mosquitoes 
have ruined the stock farm of a dairy 
company here, upon which thousands 
of dollars were spent. The farm con­
sists of 100 acres. Part of the land was 
made into artificial lakes, into which 
millions of gallons of water were 
pumped from artesian wells. This was 
stocked with fish of several varieties.

New buildings replaced the old farm 
structures and herds of the best blood­
ed stock were shipped here. From the 
mille thousands of pounds of butter 
were made. This was before the farm 
was visited by mosquitoes. They 
settled there in droves.

The cattle were bitten so badly that 
they were almost driven crazy. They 
became poor and scrawny. The calves 
died from the scourge. Now the farm 
has been deserted and is for sale 
cheap.
