Does the average player carry too 
few or too many clubs? What hints 
would you give along this line?

Answered by 
GEORGE DANIEL, 

***
The average player carries too few 

clubs in his bag, particularly too few 
irons. The player who restricts his 
outfit to a few clubs under the im­
pression that he will simplify the 
game is like the carpenter who tries 
to use his saw as a saw. hammer, 
plane and square. It can’t be done. 
Practically the same three-quarter 
swing can be used for iron shots of 
varying distances from 110 to 180 
yards, provided clubs of different 
lofts are used. It is much easier to 
change the club for different dis­
tances than it is to change the 
swing. For instance, suppose the 
player finds himself confronted with 
a shot that is too long for a niblick 
and too short for a mashie. If he 
has no mashie niblick, or club of in­
termediate loft, it means that he must 
either “spare” the mashie or “press” 
with the niblick, in addition to al­
tering the whole style of swing. You 
will notice that the top-notcher as a 
rule carries at least five iron clubs, 
driving iron, mid-iron. mashie iron, 
mid mashie. and mashie.
