Important International Issue Between Music 
Publishers.

Boston, Oct. 6,—The Oliver Ditson Com­
pany, of thi# city, are defendants in a suit 
brought in the United States Circuit Court, 
by leading publishers in Great Britain to 
test a copyright law on music. The de­
cision in this case will be of extreme inter­
est to music publishers the world over. It 
is the first case brought in any 
country under the new law. The plaint­
iffs are the music publishing 
Novello, Ewer ft Co., of London. The bill 
sets forth that plaintiffs printed in London 
in 1891, several musical compositions in­
cluding “Lead, Kindly Light, ' words by 
Cardinal Newman, a “Song of Judgment,” 
words by Powell Metoafie, M. A., and 
“Love tbe Lord,” words by J. W. Elliott. 
The plaintiffs sent the printed copies 
of these songs, to the librarian of 
Congress with a request that the title and 
music be copyrighted, it not being claimed 
that the words were the subject of copy­
right. Simultaneously with mailing the 
copies to the Librarian the music 
was published for the first time 
in England and the United States. No­
thing having been done in London, a copy­
right waa granted by the Librarian of Con­
gress. After the music was published, the 
Bill alleges that. the defendant, with other 
publishers, published and sold unauthor­
ized editions of the same, set up 
and printed at their own establishments. 
The claim of the defendant is that the copy,
