London Gossip
‘ By the Cable
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dee of Argyle Writes Letter Glv-
"ing His Views—Plea for
Reduced 'Poshqe. :

ONDON, Nov. 23.—The tariff com-~
mittee of the Birmingham cham-
ber of commerce recommended
that the secretary of state for the

colonies make representation to the
colontes concerned in favor of the re-
moval of the taxes imposed on com-
mercial travelers representing British
firms, and also to lay the question be-
fore ‘the next colonial conference.

The issue of the Yorkshire Post of
September 20 contained an editorial
referring to W. K.. George and the C.
M. A. The editorial stated that their
Ottawa correspondent said that ' the
Quebec tax on commercial travelers
had beem practically endorsed by the C.
M. \A. “In view of the fact,” writes
Mr. George to the Yorkshire Post,
“that we have strenuously opposed the
act, I hardly know whether to put your
correspondent’s ‘statement down to
ignorance or intention.”” Mr. George,
in confirmation of his statement, quotes
a couple of extracts from the resolu-
tions passed by the Montreal branch of
the C. M. A. against the tax, the sec-
ond from .the speech of Mr. McCordill,
delivered at a banquet of the C. M. A.

Mr. McCordill expressed his readiness
to meet a deputation on the subject,
and that he thought he could convince
the deputation that the principle of
the tax is good. Mr. George concludes
a lengthy letter by saying that he was
anxious that friends in England should
know that the C. M. A. was in no way
responsible for the Quebec non+tresi-
dent tax, nor that' he had been laying
down any different policy for Canada
than when he was in Great Britain.
