LonpoN, Feb. 20.—The conservatives
now tacitly admit that they have been
utterly mistaken in their calculations on
beating the government on the cloture
clanse, and they atfempt to palliate the
blunder by declaring that the liberals sac-
rificed their real convictions under a threat
of the dissolution of parliament. Mr.
Cowen, now the tories’ most useful tool,
alleges in his paper that the expected ma-
jority is only obtainable, by the remorse-
less application of the screw. Mr. Cowen’s
colleague in his paper pronounces this “a
mi?hievoul,degrnding fabrication. The lib-
eral inajority is now likely to reach forty.
The government have used' no threat of
dissolution, and it is now known that they
never intended to Jissolve parliament, but
did and d» intend to resign if beaten, in
which case Mr. Gladstone would withdraw
finally from public life. The ministers did
at first doubt whether a majority was cer-
tain, and anticipated that if they were
compelled to resign the conservatives would
dissolve parliament. The liberal committees
were duly warned of the possibility of a
sndden general electien, so that if any pres-
sure was used it came wholly from the con-

stituencies. 3

Edwards Plerrepont explains the object of his
visit to Ottawa.
NeEw York, Feb. 20.—Hon. Edwards
Pierrepont on his return from Ottawa in the
interest of the Oregon Transcontinental
company was interviewed and said : “ My
trip to Ottawa was not undertaken
dircctly in the interest -of the Northern
Pacitic railroad company, as hasbeen re-
ported, but in the interests of the Trans-
continental and Manitoba and Southwestern
companies, There were certain questions
which had arisen, a1 d condit'ons in relation
to the land graut of the Canadian govern-
ment to the Manitobarailroad which had to
be considered and settled, and I went forthat
purpose, representing the company. 1 met
the Governor-general, the Marquis of Lorne

{whose acquaintance I made while minister

to England, having stayed at

the Duke ot Argyle. I also had conferences

with’ the ministry, and have returned satis-
fied with my success, Mr. Villard, the
president of the Trauscontinental company,
also is gratified at the results of my mission,
The Manitoba and Southwestern rail-
road starts from Winnipeg and runs south-
westerly toward the UPeited States.

By a special dispensation of the. holy see,
1875, for 10 years, the uge of flesh meat is allowed
at every meal on Sunday, &nd once a day on Mon-
days, Tuesdays, Thursdays and Saturdays, except
the Saturday of ember week and the Saturday before
caster. ' }

4rd. The church exempts from the law of fasting
1. Those who have not attaihed their 2ist year
though persons who have not attained that age are
exhorted to mortify themselves and subdue  their
passions by fasting and prayer.

9, The sick and the infirm from old age and the
weakly ; those who are obiiged to work hard, which
they could not perform if they fasted ; women bear-
ing cr nursing children ; and, in fine, these whose
health would be seriously impaired by fasting. All
should abstain from flesh meat on tg(ooe duys pre-
scribed, unless lawfully di d by their &
and .those who are thus dispensed with the law of
fasting or abstinence are still enjoined to redeem
their sing by -prayer and alms-deeds. We exhort
them to say each day ‘three times the Our Father
and Hail Mary, and to make an offering in the poor-
box during lent for the orphans.

3. Persons unable to fast on aceount of age,
delicate health, hard labor, or other legitimate
causes, shoulld abstain' as much as possible from
flesh meat, except when it is allowed by general
dispensation. ;
4. Custom has permitted in this severe elimate s
smalk collation, about one-fourth of a meal at night,
and a cup of coffec-or tea with|a morsel of ‘bread in
the morning. The use of fish | is not allowed with
meat at the same meal. Eggs, butter aud cheese
are permitted at the night eollation ; also fasting
food may be fried in lard, where butter cannot be
easily procured.
