And recent experitnces of
less work and less wages at bome, whilg
the products of foreign labor were coming
in free, and taking the market which the
Erodnotl of home labor should have had,

a8 not béen calculated to make them look
upon free trade asa blessing to themselves.
But between them and their employers
gheré are differenices which go deepet thab
any of the common, every ddy afguments
on the trade question. :

* A principsl resson why English manu-
facturers snd merchaits fhvor ffée trade is
because it helps them to keep down the
wages of labor, The plan of importing
cheap foreign labor is one that oannot be
adopted to any very great extent in Eug-
land, But undér free trade it is easy to
import cheap foreign labor in the shape of
commodities, either finished or pittly
manufacturéd, In Sheffiéld, for instance,
the custom, obtains among the manufac:
turers of° sending soythes, knives,
ete., over to Germany, %o be ground
and ~ fiiished, the work being dons
abroad much cheaper than at home, The
masters would muach prefer to bring
German workmen into their shops, snd do
the whole work there; but shis they dare
not do, and they know it, Were a Iot of
Sheffiéld Workmen discharged,and Germsns
or other foreigners put in theit places at
lower wages, there would be bloodshed
jmmediately, and the lives of the inter-
lopers would fiot  be worth forty-eight
heurs’ purchase, unless they could quickly
malse their escape.

Wishing to extend his business,
and to manufacture as clieaply as possible,
he established factories in Saxony, where
labor is much cheaper than in Eugland.
The goods made there, of the greater part
of them, are brought to his English ware-
houses, and thence distributed to ous-
tomers all over the' world, Observe, now,
that he does’ not adopt this plan
becsuse wool is cheap and abundantin
Saxony, and of the kind that he specially
requires. For both the raw material and
the goodwmsde from it come fres fito
