A CHINESE GIRL RESCUED FROM
4 BRUTAL COUNTRYMAN,

| He Purchased Her in New York for 8600,
and Beat Her When She Refused to
Do ‘His Bidding—His Revenue Came
Arom Her Shame-How He Kept Her
from Eseaping. . .

New YoOrk, May 28-—A pretty Chinese
girl was found coweringin & room on thetop
floor of No.. 11 Mott-street yesterday after-
noon and was rescued by the police. If the
girl's story, as interpreted, is true she had
been bought from a gambler for $600 and

financial benefit of her purchaser.
The rescue and arrest of the man who

to jsuch an extent that business generally

were neglected for the time being.
All the inhabitants of Mott-street gath-
ered in the vicinity of No. 11, a
double five-story tenement, with a pressed-
brick front and more pretentious appear-
ance than its neighbors. It was erected
with Chinese eapital, and each floor is sub-
divided many times and occupied by several
tenants, Almost every article of trade known
to Chinatown, from Joss to fan-tan, can be
found in the building, and, it is claimed, the
upper floors are given up to white women of
the worst class,

The Chinese girl, who gave her name as
Suen Yee, was found in room 18, on the top
floor of the building, by Policemen O'Connor
and ‘Dwyer, of the Tombs Police Court.
‘When the officers entored the room the girl
tried . to escape, but was captured. She
afterwards said her owner, Lee Khi, had
folgléﬁ:thath licomen were all mu TS
an t white men rnerslly were
sessed of similar proclivities, and she thou,;oh:
that the officers come to kill her because
she had offended lLee Khi. was also
found in the room and he was arrested on a
charge of abduction.

They were taken to the Tombs and ar-
raigned before Justice Gorman. Difficulty
was experienced in obtaining an interpreter,
as the Chinamen who
claimed their countrymen would kill them
if they interfered. Finally one was found
who agreed to act privately, and the girl
was taken to the justice’s examination room.
She is quite young looking, and when she
smiles and shows her rly teeth is re-
markably pretty. At other times she has a
wearied and somewhat kardened expression.

Bought for Business Purposes.

She said she was born in Amoy, China,
nineteen years ago and came to this country
four years ago. After residing in San Fran-
cisco three years she was brought to New
York by a Chinese gambler named Ah Moon,
who sold her to Lee Khi for $800 and then
went back to China. Since coming to this
city she said she had lived with Lee Khi at
No, 11 Mott-street, and he had forced her to
lead an immoral life. When she objected he
would beat her with a ‘‘black jack” (slung
shot). The girl said she did not want to
lead an immoral life and wished to be
tected from the man, as she was af: of
him, She said she wanted to be good, ‘‘just
like a Melican lady.” . She she was
*‘swindled” when she was brought here from
San - Francisco by Ah Moon. He told her
they were coming here to live, and after he
lost all his money playing fan-tan he sold her
tol.neKbitoerglndwont back to China.
She said she was “‘excited” wben she wassold
to Lee Khi and did not know much about the
transaction, but he told her he *‘bought her
for business " ; p

Lée Khi was commftted “to “the Tombs
Prison in default of $2500 bail for his appear-
ance and the girl was committed to the
House of Detention as a witness. Col
William C. Beecher and the Chinese consul
have been invited to be present at the hear-
Col. Beecher is a member of the Chris-
tian Chinese Association and has in his em-
ploy a trustworthy and competent inter-
preter who is not afraid of the other China-
men. Lee Khi's friends say he claims the
gir] as his wife and they deny the stories of
ill-treatment, but Kbi himself grins and says
nothing.
The Chinamen who were instrumental in
bringing about the arrest say there is abund-
ant proof that the girl was held for immoral
purposes and was frequently and brut-
ally beaten by Lee Khi, who never allowed
her to leave the room and rarely gave out-
siders a chance to geteven a glimpse at her.
It is asserted that Lee Khi kept a burly
Chinaman on the landing below as a guard
and only men who were vouched for by Lee
Khi qould pass. According to the stories in
Mott-street the girl’s presence and imprison-
ment have been generally known and her
beauty extolled for months,

Beaten and Abused.

It is said that when she first came from
China she was a marvel of Oriental beauty
and was-employed by an aged and wealthy
Chinese merchant in San Francisco as a com-
panion to his young and pretty wife, On
the street one day she met Ah Moon, with
whom she fell in love. When she learned
he was a gambler her devotion did not
falter. Finally he persuaded her that he
would marry her and inveigled her away
from her friends. He dressed her in boy's

Denver, Chicago and other cities brought
her here and took her to No. 11 Mott-street,
where they lived as husband and wife until
he, in trying to bankrupt the Mott-street
fan-tan shops, lost the remnant of a once
ample fortune from a Chinese standpoint.
At this juncture Lee Khi offered $600 for
the girl and persuaded Ah Moon that she
had geen his evil genius and caused his bank-
ruptcy. Ah Moon was also advised that with
St»go and the new bling tricks he had
learned in America he could return to China
and win a very large fortune. The argu-
ments prevailed and Ah Moon sold the girl
and disappeared.

Suen Yee is said to have wept for days
after the gambler left, as she was deeply in
love with him. Her new owner stood this
for a few days, and then finding remon-
strance and advice unavailing he resorted
to abuse and beat her. He also impressed
upon her mind horrible disasters. as sure to
follow any attempton her part to escaps, It
is said he would take her to the windows and
int out the policemen when they appeared
in Mott-street. and tell her they were the
regular murderers of this city, and that the
reason shesaw no Chinese women in Mott-
street was because the murderers had killed
all of them as fast as they were caught. He
would also, it is alleged, tell her the white
men whom she saw upon the street were em-
ployed to drag women out of the house so
the murderers could kill them. White
women who lived in the building at various
times interfered and threatened Lee Khi
with the vengeance of the law if he did not
mend his ways. Then he would treat thegirl
more humanely for a time, but soon the
brutalities would be resumed.

Suen Yee'wagkept in a dingy room, into
which the sun neyer penetrated; containing
| & small bed, a washstand, a table and one
| chair. Her food was chiefly rice, and some-
| times water as an accompaniment. The
| white women made several efforts to release
the girl from her imprisonment, but Suen
Yee could not understand a word of English
and had been schooled to fear white women
as well as men. She had been made to be-
lieve that her purchaser owned her absolute-
ly under the laws of this countri and had 8
perfect legal right to kill her if he chose.

KIMBER’S BODY FOUND.

The Remains of the Missing Young Eng-

Nishman Discovered in the Reservoir

at Montreal-Was It Murder? *

MONTREAL, May 28.—The mystery which
surrounded the disappearance of the missing
young Englishman, T. 8, Kimber,who sudden-
1y vanished from tlie Grand Central Hotel last
April, was dispelled in & degree by the flud-
ing o
level voir which supplies the upper part
of the city with water. The discovery was
made by a young mason who was going to
his work. The body was much decomposed
and was recognizable only by the clothing,
There was a wound about five inches long
across the neck penetrating the windpipe.
On the left side of the throat were three
small wounds but only skin deep. In the
coat pockets we: ree stones weighing each
about five pounds. In the other pockets were
found two penknives, a pouchof tobacco, a
corkscrew, a watch chain, alead pencil and
15 cents in silver.
Kimber arrived in Canada from Topsham,
Exeter, Eng., per steamship Sarnia on April
1L He took quartersin the hotel of Thomas
Styles and after a heavy bout of drinking
suddenly disappeared. Blood was found in
his room when the door was forced open and
a razor covered with hair and blood was dis-
covered,
There were and are still two theories as to
his disappearance: Suicide and murder; and
although the jury at to-day’s inquest inclined.-
to the former theory, the general impression
is that the young Englishman met with foul
play. Detective |[Grose, who has been em-
ployed by the Dominion Government on the
case, thinks it a straight murder case and
has so reported to the Government.
Major Sherwood, chief of the secret ser-
vice at Ottawa, was notified by his Montreal
mt of the finding of the body amd he

thinks it another Benwell case. Major Sher-
wood was acting at the request of Kimber’s
ople in England made through the Colonial
ce.
