Paris, May 26.—In his argament béfore
the Behring Sea tribunal of atbitration to-
day “Sir Charles Russell disputed the
Ameriean contention that the Newfound-
land fishery right claimed under the treaty
of 1783 sanctioned American claims to the
exclusive right of seal catching in Bebring
Bea. .
Sir Charles argoed that the seizures of
vessels in the open sea were unjustifiable
for any reason exceps piracy and that the
right -of visitation and search of vessels
upon the open sea was non-existant save as
& billigerant act or as conceded by treaty.

France and the United States had always
staunchly denied the right of visitation ex-
cept under agreement for the suppression
of the slave trade and had never allowed
their national rights in this regard to be
overruled. :

This right, which, Sir Charles said, Great
Britain undeniably possessed, had been con-
ceded her by France and Spain. Although
Britain possessed this righs she had never
exercised it against other powers, as the
United States was trying to do. It had
not been claimed against the United States
after the recognition of their independence;
and an attempt todo so had been specifi-
cally denounced by Lord Bathurst in 1815,

He then went into details, A
conduit pipe would be laid to Georgian Bay
for the supplying of water to the city. The

conduit would be tapped at intervals for [

the purpose of utilizing the water power
for the excavation of the canal from
the Georgian Bay to the city. The esti-
mated cost of the work was $65,000,000.
The caval,  besides  bringin an
immense amount of tonnage through
the city, would place a power at
the disposal of the manufacturers which
for cheapnessand efficiency could not be
excelled.

The company, he understood, even went
8o far as to offer to supply water for this
purpose, or rather electricity generated by
the water. at a rate of one cent an hour per
horse-power.

The proposed canal would shorten the
lake route to Toronto by 400 miles, or to
Europe by 90D miles.

There would be only four locks in
the canal” and the ‘trip of 63 miles
would be made by the boats in eight hours.

Insurance rates in Toronto would be
be much lowered when this perfect water
supply was secured and the city would be
saved $2,000,000, as there would be no

‘ The Other Side.

Captain Hall then reviewed the scheme
and gave the audience a view of the other
side of the question. He acknowledged
that it was without doubt a nice schems
and also a highfalutin’ scheme, but it was
also a scheme which eould never be carried
to culmination. It was all right, though,
to do everything to forward it as long as
the citizens were not asked to back up
their endorsation by their money.

Lake Simcoe, he stated, would be drained
dry by the amount of water required to
turnish the needs of the citizens, For
seven years he had owned a mill situated
at the point where the S8evern River drained
the lake, and every summer for months the
mill lay idle, as there was not enough power
to turn the wheel.

The water also had been classed as second
rate by experts.

He cautioned the citizeng against adopt-
ing a scheme which would lay the city open
to damages, as the numerous mill-
owners around the edge of Lake
Simecoe would undoubtedly have good
grounds for a suit if their mills were left
high and dry on account of the heavy de-
mand made on the water supply by the city.

He also questioned whether the canal
would get much of the American trade, as
besides the national prejudice to be over-
come it would be hard to induce captains
to bring their vessels via canal when there
was any other way of attaining their desti-
nation,

W. G. Smith inted out that
Aldermap Leslie had made mno great
point in the interests of the scheme by say-
ing that electricity would be uu&plied at the
rate ot oune cent per hour per orsepower,
as this would, to a man using a 10-horse-
power engine, amount to about $26 per
month, which was about the amount which
would have to be paid for fuel.
