J. T. Johnston Answers Mr. Pearson.

At this juncture Mr. J. T: Johnston,
the Gas Company’s contestant,too)g the
floor and in reply to'Mr. Pearson’s re-
mark said that it was simply a ques-
-‘tion whether the company should com-
ply with the law or not. Mr. Pearson
had claimed that the dividend paid
was not 10 per cent. on the enhanced
value of the stock, which stood at
€194. Did the law mean that $100 shares
ghould yield a dividend of $19.40 instead
of $10 2 Mr. Pearson had spoken of
writing off all the profits to make up
the 5 per cent. fund. But this fund
should come from the earnings, not
the profits, and whereas the § per cent.
fund was growing the reserve fund
was not, but had actually been reduc-
ed $72,500 since this time last year.

Then Mr. Pearson said that it was
a better investment for consumers to
invest the fund in plant than in muni-
cipal debentures, and yet in the past
year $50,000 had ‘been written off this
excellent investmént for depreciation.
In fact, $168,000 had been written off
this excellent investment all told. The
fund was invested in mains and plant
that are constantly decreasing in value,
whereas the small sum of $122,000
which had been invested in municipal
debentures has earned over 5 per cent.
in the past year.

We have the independent judgment
of Mr. Justice Ferguson against the
Consumers’ Gas Co. Suppose when the
judgment of the Privy Council is reach-
ed the judgment of the Canadian Court
should .come back from England up-
held,. with instructions to make up
that fund, where is the fund to come
from ?

To set-
tle the matter, all accounts should be
examined before an officer of the court.

Not a Dollar of Reserve to the Good.

‘Accountant Hughes, who has made,

extensive examinations of the gas com=
pany’s books, asked the pointed ques-
tion : “Has the cgimpany a single dol-
lar of its reserve fund to the good ?”

“Not a single dollar,” replied he, “but
the matter has been so thoroughly
threshed out that there is nothing left
to say.” Mr. Hughes continued  that
when he first visited the company’s
office in 1889 he had found a reserve
fund amounting to $615,000 which haa
not been invested according to the re-
quirements of the statutes, but had
been used in the erection of buildings
and plant. He had “kicked” against
this practice, but it had done no good.
This condition had grown to be alarm-
ing, and that now, instead of an ac-
tual surplus of more than $700,000, the
company’s books showed a deficit of
about $50,000.

In discussing the expenditure of the
reserve fund as ‘contemplated by the
act of 1887, Mr. Hughes said that it
mattered not to what amount this
fund grew, the directors had no right
to touch a cent of it. The company has
only a lien on it. Whose is it ? It came
out of the consumers’ pockets, and the
law says what disposition shall be
made of it, and the directors had no
right, as trustees of the fund, to dis-
pose of it as they had done. It was
not more than six months after the
passage of the act that about $200,000
of this fund had been seized for build-
ing purposes, and he was satisfied
that the company did not propose to
permit the conditions of the act of
1887 to bring about a reduction in the
price of gas.

This thing will go on,
Hufhes, under the company’s present
system of bookkeeping and accord-
ing to those books the consumers will
never have a shadow of a claim for a
reduction in the price of gas. Mr,
Hughes was particular to state that
he did not believe the directors were
acting 'fraudulently: on the contrary,
he eulogized those gentlemen most’
flatteringly. It was not his province
to point out-to them where the trouble
existed; it was theirs to investigate
for themselves.

Accountant Cross made a few re-
marks, his principal point being that
whereas in municipal gas companies
there always existed a depreciation
fund .charged against the consumer,
no such fund was charged against the
citizens of Toronto.

A NEW EDITOR—AND TROUBLE-

Messrs. Laurier and Tarte Run Against a

On Saturday
las Mr. Beaugrand came home from
Colorado and installed a new editor,
Mr. George Langlois, who had been ed-
iting a sheet callled La Liberte, in the
county of Two Mountains, and which
has the reputation of being anti-cleri-
cal at times. In making his bow tc
the readers of La Patrie, Mr. Langlois
said that he would follow in the foot-
steps of L’Avenir and Le Papy, papers
of| the old Liberal school, and added
that he would sound the note, the only
good and true, of the old Liberal par-
ty. <
This was too much for Hon. Mr
Laurier, who has been casting sheep's
eyes at the clergy of late, and Mr
Tq'rte held up his stainless hands in
holy  horror.

To-day Ex-Mayor Beaugrand of La
Patrie was swooped down upon, not
only by Hon. Mr. Laurier, but by the
lo¢al leader at Quebec, consequently
the Liberals are much excited to-day.
’fl;lﬂe first letter of repudiation read as

ows:

“I do not recognize in The Patrie
the right to speak in the name of the
Liberal party, and the opinions
vhich you express in the foregoing
lines in no way reflect the feelings of
that party. Since I assumed the
direction of the party, I have been con-
stantly seeking to keep it within the
broad lines of the English Liberal
school, and it shall not leave that
path so long as I continue to occupy
the position which I now hold. T have
the honor to be, Sir, your devoted ser-
vant, (Signed) WILFRID LAURIER.

Holmes asked Smith many questions
and consumed much time without eli-
citing anything of note from the wit-
ness in reference to his visits to the
house and the finding of the body.
Then Holmes took a new tack, and
asked Smith if he had ever seen Pite-

zel drunk, or if he thought the dead’

man had appeared as if
trouble on his mind.

The evident purpose of Holmes in
asking these questiong was to sustain
what will uhdoubtedly be his line of
defence, that Pitezel committed sui-
cide while drunk and because he was
in many difficulties.

He did not get much support from
Smith, as the witness had never seen
Pitezel intoxicated or thought him a
man who had any great trouble.

Finally Mr.Graham protested against
Holmes’ line of c¢ross-examination as
utterly irrelevant and without bearing
on the case.

Holmes protested that he wanted to
bring out that he did not exhibit a
bl«;‘odthlnty haste in taking the scal-
e | : .
His Request Refused.

Holmes asked to be allowed to use
the notes taken by the court steno-
grapher, but Judge Arnold curtly re-
fused, and Holmes, in the meek and
deprecating manner that he has dis-
played since the trial began, replied,
“Very well, sir.”

After a cross-examination, in which
Smith’s testimony was not changed by
Holmes, the witness was dismissed.

Holmes next asked the court that all
the witnesses be excluded from the
room while not testifying.

Mr. Graham was willing that all
witnesses be excluded whose testimony
would have any bearing on the mat-
ter that was before the court at'the
moment,

With a covert sneer, but a smooth
voice, the prisoner enquired if Mr.
Graham was the judge, or whether
Judge Arnold was, and that he had
been wondering which was, since the
trial began.

The question nettled Mr. Graham,
and he replied rather warmly, and
then Judge Arnold denied the motion.

Then the prisoner was forced to ac-
cept Mr. Graham’s offer, and the wit-
nesses who were present at the finding
of the body and its exhumation left
the room.

In explanation of his request Holmes
stated that he made it because he
thought witnesses might be uninten-
tionally influenced by the questions
and answers of the witnesses.

Then Mr. Graham rose, and address-
ing the court said that as the prison-
er was without counsel and friendless
and alone, he would be generous
enough to ask the court to allow all
the Philadelphia witnesses to retire.

Then a long list of names was read
out, and a score or s6 of witnesses
filed from the room. Holmes then
wanted to know if his “wife,” as he
designated Misg Yohe, the third wo-
man he- married, was present, and
would b& a witness.

Mr. Graham said she was not pre-
sent, but declined to say whether she
would be a witness,

Medtical Testimony.

Dr. William J. Scott, the young phy-
sician who was called when the body
was found, was the next witness. He
testified to what was in the room, and
the composed position of the body with
the right hand over the breast and the
left arm stretched out on the floor by
the side.

The post-mortem revealed that death
was due to chloroform poisoning.
Death from such g cause would have
been attended with wviolent struggles,
and the composed position of the body
precluded the idea that the poison was
self-administered.

Before the 'cross-examination of the
withess by Holmes began, the court
took a recess.

Holmes’ Defence Theory.

The proceedings at .this morning’s
session were dull and uninteresting
on the surface, but an undercurrent
of interest was given them by the ap-
pearance of what will probably be
Holmes’ defence.

The Commonwealth has about 25 wit-
nesses to call, and Holmes proposes
to call some.

At the rate of progress made this
morning, the trial would consume ful-
ly two weeks, but as night sessions
are going to be held from now on, and
it is likely Holmes will exhaust the
patience of the court with his con-
sumption of time, it is probable the
case will be expedited.

During the recess Holmes again saw
his wife (Miss Yohe).

The court re-convened at 2.30.

Dr. Scott resumed his place in the
box, and Holmes began his cross-ex-
amination, putting the doctor through
a close examination as to the condi-
tion of the body and ‘the probable
cause of death. In this Houimes'
knowledge of medicine helped him ma-
terially, but he brought out nothing
to help his case.” On the contrary, the
witness expressed the opinion thdat at
the time he saw the body of Pitezel
he had been dead about three days,
the peroid the Commonwealth alleges
elapsed between the day Pitezel was
killed and the day his body was found.

Holmes had Dr. Scott read his notes

Chleroform Poisoning.

Dr. Scott said that there was about
an ounce of chloroform found in Pite-
zel’'s stomach. No food was found in
the stomach or any alcohol, although
there was evidence that Pitezel had
been an intemperate man.

Holmes asked Dr. Scott if at
any time he had expressed the opinion
that the body found at 1316 Callow-
hill-street could not have beep that of
Pitezel.

Dr. Scott replied that he did not say
this, but that he had said that it
would have been impossible for even
a friend to have recognized the body
in the condition it was.

The next witness was Dr. William
K. Mattern, physician to the coroner.

When Dr. Mattern’s name was call-
ed, Holmes asked the court that the
physician’s testimdny be postponed
until to-morrow, as he was an impor-
tant witness, and he wanted plenty of
time to examine him.

Mr. Graham objected, and styled
Holmes’ request as by-play, and Dr.
Mattern was called to the stand. The
cause of death was given by Dr. Mat-
tern as chloroform poisoning. D,
Mattern described the scene at the ex-
humation of the body at Potters!
Field, and the active part taken in the
identification by Holmes.

A Long Cross-Examination.

Holmes then began to cross-examine
Dr. Mattern. He was asked the color
of Pitezel’s mustache and hair, and
replied that the former was reddish,
and the latter dark brown.

At the request of Holmes the court
directed Dr. Mattern to read the notes
he took of the description of the body
at the time he held his inquest.

As Dr. Mattern read his ' notes,
Holmes copied them down. Holmes
subjected the witness to a long tech-
nical examination upon the condition
the stomach and brain would be in
after chloroform poisoning, and excess
in alcoholic liquors. :

Coroner Samuel Ashbridge was the
next witness. Ashbridge read the af-
fidavits of Alice Pitezel and Holmes
when they identified the body of Pite-
zel. In his afiidavit, Holmes said he
last saw Pitezel alive in November,
1893. * This coycluded the coroner’s tes-
timony.

Holmes asked the court if it would
not order two sessions a day instead
of three, as he was afraid of break-
ing down under the strain and becom-
ing sick. He said that he was sub-
ject to sick headaches and that he had
been suffering from one all day. The
court said that a sésslon would be
held to-night and then Holmes' - re-
quest would be considered. At b5.20
o’clock the court adjourned until 7
o’clock.

Shoemaker and Rofan Resume.

The court re-convened promptly at
7 o'clock, and while waliting for the
District Attorney to come in Holmes
busied himself in reading an account
of the day’s proceedings in an after-
noon paper.

Before a witness had been called
Holmes stated to'the court that owing
to the criticisms levelled at his coun-
sel for withdrawing he had asked them
to resume charge of his case.

In a moment Messrs. Shoemaker and
Rotan, the two lawyers, came into the
court, and the -former made an ex-
planation to Judge Arnold and he per-
mitted them to take up the case again.

The first witness called was Willlam
Moebins, a bar-tender. Moebins, a year
ago tended bar at a saloon near the
house where Pitezel was killed. Moe-
bins testified that Pitezel came tqo the
saloon frequently and that the last
time he saw him alive was on the Sat-
urday before he was killed, when Pite-
zel came in and bought two half pints
of whisky. Moebins on that day
changed two $10 bills for Pitezel.

This fact was evidently brought out
by Mr. Graham to show that Pitezel
had more money than the $2.80 found
on his body.

Frederick Richards, proprietor of the
saloon in which Moebins was bar-
tender, was next called. He gave simi-
lar testimony to the previous witness.
