Cheap water
sponge is generally tough unless it has lemon
juice added to it, and it should be very care-
fully baked.

A heavy flatiron, weighing seven or eight
pounds, will do better work if it is passed
over the clothes once with a firm, steady
pressure than a lighter iron hurriedly passed
over the clothes two or three times.

White spots upon varnished farniture
will disappear if & hot plate be held over
them.

The correct way to drain an umbrella is
to stand it handle down. If put the other
way the dampness remains in the centre,
where all the water collects and very soon
rots the covering.

When freckled or sunburnt, elder flower
tea is not only soothing and refreshing, but
it seems to exercise also a most beneficial
effect on the skin. A good preparation of
glycerine and cucumber will be found a real
comfort.

The really best method of cleaning mirrors
and windows is to rub them with a paste of
whitning and water. When this dries polish
with chamois and remove the powder. A
little alcohol in cold water also gives a bril:
liant polish. Soapsudsshould never be used.

Creams and powders should always be of
the very purest. Very few women seem to
understand how delicate the skin of the face
is, and how carefully it should be treated.
They heap on one cosmetic after another,
without stopping to think of what they are
composed.

Some pretty pin cushions are thesize of an
orange, filled with bran or cork and covered
with thin silk or satin. The outside cover-
ing is of alternate rows of white silk braid,
the width of dress braid. White is used
with green, or pink, or gold color; .or pink
and olive, or two other colors, ate used to-
gether. The braids are in lengthwise strips,
and where the colers join are covered with a
row of brier stitching In embroidery silk.

How to Cook Cod Fish.

A new und most excellent dish of cod fish,
invented or discovered by Miss Bedford of
the New York School of Cookery, is pre-
pared in the following way. As I have not
the exact formula I can only give it to you
as it came to me: Take a good-sized piece of
the fish, freshen and soften it by soaking in
cold water, and take out the bomes. Par-
boil the fish in milk, and season it with
white pepper and & dash of paprika. Take
from the milk, break into flakes and put into
a sauce-pan with the juice of one onion and a
large piece of butter, and heat until a light
brown at the edges. Add to the fish a
capful of the meats of boiled walnuts, thicken
the flour in which it was boiled slightly, aad
brown in the oven.

To Prevent Sunburn.

Never wash your face in water more than
twice a day, especially where it is impossible
to procure at & moment’s notice distilled or
even rain water. You can soften water by
means of a lump of borax or a teaspoonful of
strong ammonia in the water jug. But the
face must not be left dirty. Have a bottle
of cream of cucamber, and before going into
the sun just dab the face over with it very
lightly. Do the same again on returning,
but this time wipe it off directly, and see the
dirt you remove with the cream. If you fol-
low this advice this summer you will know
naught of sunburn, freckles or undue redness

of the face.

Care of Cuts,

The treatment of small cuts is usually con-
sidered a minor point in household surgery;
but when we consider the theory of germs,
and the antiseptic treatment of wounds, we
come to see that every small scratch or pin-
prick has its danger if not properly treated.

Cleanliness is all important in the treat-
ment of wounds, large or small. The scratch
or torn skin should be at once bathed in
water as hot as can be borne, in which a few
drops of carbolic acid have been mixed. In
this way all dirt which might otherwise en-
danger the health of the sufferer is romoved
by the hot water, and the wound is purified
by the carbolic. 2

—A writer in the Medical Times is author-
ity for the statement that a simple and almost
invariably effective way to remove a fishbone
or other substance lodged in the throat is to
give the patient a pint of milk, and forty
minutes afterward an emetic of sulphate of
zinc. It may be added that the caution of
a physician is to eat fish always by itself—
that is, putting nothing else in the mouth at
the same time, even a bit of bread or potato.
In this way the presence of a bone is quickly
detected before it has a chance to get beyond
control.

To Remove Grease Spots.

A kerosene oil stain evaporates after a
time leaving scarceley a trace behind. If
you wish to hasten the process cover the spot
with wheat flour, leave it for twenty-four
hours, brush off the flour, and repeat if neces-
sary. To remove a grease spot from the leaf
of a book cover the blemish with finely-
powdered French clalk, brush it off, and re-
