In France the influence of
these subjpcts is more direct than in Prursma,
actual marks being awarded tor them; ; but
even in Prussia, timougli their v.ue is not nu.
frericiliy estimated.tbey are much taken iato
consideration. Indeed, in Prussia se great
importance is attacied Le tih prilctical miii-
tary qua lifications (both moral and physical>
îvhich go te make,. good officer, that timeir
possession is ofter. ailowed to .compensaf e
for a paîrtial failuro in theoretical attain-
mieats. A thorough knowledge of drill, both
as soldiers in the ranks and as efficers in
cammnand of troops, and icquired flot mere-
iy an thé parade-Cround, but also by thme
study of the drill-book, is miado an object
of the greatest importance at the sobools or
bath counîtries. In France especially a largo
imAunt, of time is devoted to lectures on
drill in addition te tbe practical instruction
on the subject.
