Since Mrs. Langtry made hor first appesranco in a demi-public at
Twickenham Town Hall she has, in the course of professional work ex-
tending over a very short whiloe, seon a great deal of the world's surface,
and heard much of what is supposed to be publio opinion exprossed con-
cerning hersalf. At timos she will say to her intimate {rionds, It is
amusing to think how I first graduated from a professional boauty to the
1ank of an amateur, and finally to that of an actross—oxcept with a fow
peeple who deny we that last distinction.” The American public have
been excellont fiiends lo Mre Langtiy, despito the onslaughbts of purely
Jocal newspapors, whoso * patriotism ” objected to forcigners with “an
Epglish sccent,” as thoy deliciously put it. Sho has really seen Amwerica
from Halifax to New Orleaus, and from San Francisco to New York City
and Boston. She retains vory pleasing momorios of hor reception * Qut
West,” whero ghe played to enthusiastic audioncos at St. Louis, Denvor,
Cheyenne, and other placec associated in tho English mind rather with
Indians and ecalps, conical bullets and ¢ Arkansas toothpicks,” than with
dramatic ecuntertainments. To tho amazoment of tho entire American
nation, Mrs. Langtry eschewed that hotel lifo so dear to it, and travelled in
her own railway car, a lengthy and spacious edifice endowed with a regu-
gular suito of apattments, and also with a French cook and other
necessary myrmidons. This saved, as sho thought, much tear and wear,
and permitted the luxury of ¢ eating your dinnor while fiying through tho
country to kesp the next engagement.” Lut a plan which wus the wonder
of Awaorics entailed, of course, somo slight iuconvenience at times,
Servants born in the United States, or who have resided there for a rory
short while, acquire habits extremely inconvenient to those who pay and
feed them. They have a knack of walking ofl when they thivk their
day's work is done, and of not returning until thoy deem fit. Hence Mrs.
Langtry once oxperienced a great fright from a *‘cowboy.” 1t is fairly
Jrell knewn in this country, or at least it ought to bo, that the herdsmen,
or “cowboys,’” as thoy are locully called on tho cattle-ranches of the Fat
West, are objects of terror to the less adventurous inbabitants of thoss
regions.

Mrs. Langiry had
been taught to dread the cowboy as an incarnate fiend to be fled from at all
risks. She confesses, howover, that his ovil qualities appear to bv exager-
ated. On one oceasion, when heor servants had marched off to the
groggeries of tha neigkbouring settlemont, she was quite alone in her car,
when there camo a timid and tentative knock at tho dnor. Sho opened it
at once, anq there stood ono of the droaded race, a gigantic leather clad
cowboy. His look was strange and wild, but his words were meek and
mild. Extendirg his huge right paw, and raising his hat with the other,
he said, “ I guess, madam, you are Mrs. Langtry. Wo are right glad to sen
you in our part of the country. Thero's some of us boys wno work up in
the mountains who don't seo a woman, let alone o pretty ono, above oncest
or twice & year.” Dlrs. Langtry made a suitable roply, whereat the coxtoy
grow bolder, and said, ** Might I jost ask you, madam, to wave your han-
korchief out of the window? You see that little housa down ycuder.
Wal, there's a gal lives thers as I'm dead gone on, aud I kinder promised
her I would try and get you o wave your hankerchief to her. If you
would do this i} might help me » bit" Like any true wuman Mrs.
Langtry had no cojection to Ivance the cowboy’s love affairs, snd waved
ber hankerchief accordingly 1o the direction indicated. Ho was profusoly
gratoful, but atill not entirely happy. ¢ I guess,” ho went on, * you are a
kiad-hearted lady. Now, would you jest give me a bit of >'d ribbon, or a
glove you have worn, or a torn hankerchief, to show to the boys around as
something that once bolonged to yout” Thero w-s nothing for it, Mrs.
Lanogtry confesses, but to givo him a scrap of pink ribbon, and then, after
more thanks and expressions of tho devotion of the entire territory, he
stalked off. It would have beon very unliko her sox if the actress had
not looked through a window of hei car tu seo what the Western giant
did. Ho was scen in the centro of a group of admiring cowboys, holding
the ribbon aloft and apparently also holding forth on his brilliant and
succossful interviow.

Only on onoe occasion did Mrs Langiry oxperience in the Far West
what would locally be called a real rough time, and thon it was on tha
Pacific slopo. At tho conclusion of a successful vonture ia 'Frisco sho
was persuaded to run down in her car to a place in the Yesemito Valloy,
and there mat with an appalling :eception. Showers of slones were hurled
at her car by a crowd of unpatriotic, if uncultured, citizens, who “didn't
want no foreigners’* to interfere with, or forestall tho success of, tho dra-
matic stars ¢f the local firmament.

Thoy woro a little tsken back for tho momont,
and desisted from throwing stones; but preseatly set up another roar.

They did not seem xblo to exaetly formulato thoir wants, but they
yolled and groaned. * Aren't you ashamed of yoursclves3” asked MArs.
