When the trench is quite fall, so
that the contents are a little above the surface,
tho whole i3 then covercd up with a foot or fitteen
snchiea of earth, just as a heap of potatoes 18 cover-
ed. Professor Wrightson states that the preserva-
{ion is complcte, and the wetter the fodder when
it gocs together the better. No salt is mixed with
the grass. He forther states that this ¢ sour hay”
affords a capital winter fodder,

WisTER VIEW OF Tnx;s.—_Few peogle think, at
the time of planting trees in the spring aund fall,
how they will look in winter. There are some
species Of trees that appear very beautifal when
clothed in their foliage, but whon this is gone they
ok ill-shaped, and anything but graceful, We
should remember that trees are to be seen in winter
a8 well as summer, and their appearance at both
seasons should be taken Into consideration at the
time of selecting the varieties for planting. Iun our
northern states it is often far mare pleasant in win-
ter to have our dwellings exposed to sunshine than
shadow ; consequently large evergreens. should not
be placed 50 ne4r &8 to make our house look gloomy,
Deciduous trees are far prefemblc 1o_cvergrecn near
the house, for at the time shade is wanted they
elve it, and in winter the naked stcms but slightly
obstruct the rays which bestow both light and hent
on our dwellings.

DAIRYING & BsNEMIT 10 Laxp.-~In most sections
of the country farms are .much improved by dairy-
ing. The gieat quantity of manurc made enables
the propristors to heavily fertilize any field that
they desire to plough up ; and in a few years they
pave their entire farms in splendid condition, and
wortl: double or treble what they wers when the
dairy business was commenced upon ihem, Ay
advice to farmers every where is, keep all the cows
you can profitably. Not to buy many at first ; but
%o obtain a few wery choice ones, and raise your own
dairy by degrecs. Don't begrudge the original
extra expense that superior stock may cost, Tt
ragy make you feel that you have made a nistake
in paying from $70 to $100 & head for a few cows
that give twenty quarts of milk'a day ; but with
the right bull you will soon have Rll your money
coming back for yén in the splendid young stock
4hat you will soon kave.

Hzxs 1y Wixter—In order to keep bens laying
‘through the winter they must Le furnished with a
awarm house and a8 warm diet. Many flocks of hens
consume, during the winter, most of the protits of
the summer, 08 they eat and wmake no return for
cggs. -They are not to blame for this, If we wish
our heas to lay in.winter; they must have nitrogen-
ous food, such as eggs are'made of. They pick this
up in the summer in the form of worms and insects,
but ia winter grasshoppers nnd angle worms do not
abound, and the hens must have pork or beef scraps,
liver, or some cheap meat diet, as the raw material
from which to maunfacture eggs. If to this be
added some warm mush anod potatoer, and s few
fresh cabbaze leaves cut up fiue, the hens will lay
with gratitude, aud cackle with’ thanksgiving,
Some fine bone meal added to the corn meal wili
make & mush that will tickle the palate of hens,
redden their combs, and make them sibg for joy.
