That there, where in the recollection of the
writer, the black man roamed almost undisputed
master of the land, and where the white man bad
to look well to the condition of his arme, there
aow stands a City compared with which Mont-
resl is but a second or third rate affair ; with a
population which m a few years will rival that of
the largest cities m the U. States; which could
buy ail Great Britain’s North American posses-
sions for a puhlic park, were they worth the pur-
chasing, aud not thiek much of 1t either ; whose
intelligence and wealth is indicated by the fact
that its daily press in every material respect 13
the equal of ihat of London—(the Melbcurne
Daily Argus, one only of its many daily papers
is the exact fucsimile of (Le London Z%mes,
and as well crowded with advertisements)—that
these things should have taken place within the
short period of httle more than thirty one years
since the first lot of land where now atands the
city of Melbourne, was sold, 13 indeed one of the
wonders of the age we live in : and is a standing
answer.to those who look to forms of govern
ment, and political nstitutions as the source of,
or even as an important factor 1n, the pheno-
menon we call material progress. If a country
or Colony has within 1t the real elements of this
progress, and if its government will but leave it
tlone, neither aiding nor obstructing, but strictly
adhering to the golden rule of laissez faire, it
eannot but go a-head. Leave 1t alone, and as
with small-pox,its prosperity will break out ol
itself.  Goveroment has done nothing for the
development of the resources of Austraha.—
These have been developed, not only without the
sid of Government,-but almost in spite of it,—
The resources of a country, that has resources
worth developing, need no government protec-
tion, no fostering patronage: but will develop
themselves most safely and mast effectually when
lefr to take care of themselves,

The resources of Australia are its mild chmate
where winter is unkoown, 1t boundless pasturee,
its fertile so1l, mch  too in all precious minerals,
and alove all in coal ; and that alone whick re-
tards its progress is the expanse of ocean which
must be traversed to reach its shores. It all the
bungry millions of Europe and of North America
were to be thrown on its coasts, it could find focd
and labor for them ail: and the sole complaint

The ordioary wages of
the uoskilled day workman are about a wollar
anda halt per diem ; but artizans, and skilled
laborers are remunerated at 2 much Ligher rate,
Tor the most ordwary description of domestie
servants the wages are two hundred dollars per
anaum ; but a cook, or slulled domestic can al-
ways command three buadred, and as the wniter
in the Times adds © the most respectful coosi
deration from her employer, or she would at once
transfer ber patranage elsewhere.”

At the same time the cost of tiving is low.—
A working' man, says the Times ¢ can easily
maintain himself, wife, and three or four childreo
upon 25 shiliings,” (less than eix collars and a
balt )— a week, and save mone5* out of the
lowest scale of wages, to wit pine dollarsa week.
Provisions of all kinds, neef and mutton of the
best quality, flour and grain, are almost a Jrug
n the market. Of the best meat, the wholesale
price is a penny a pound, and ¥ prime joints come
to our table at two pence a pound”—so tkat the
poorest man can st dowa three times a day to bus
beef-steak, or roast feg of tnutton: nor-is this
superabundance of tood likely to meet with any
check for a long time, so great 1s the supply. —
We are told tha’ 1 one district alone, ‘the mere
annual-increase of sheep alone, is. ¥ Two Millions
i excess of the Tocal demand :”” aad of the rapi¢
increase of cereals—the same writer says,  the
excessive sunplies of gramn and flour under the
operation. of our Land Act, must find market-
beyond our own shores, or many of our corp
fields must be turned wto pasture land.” Thiss
the one material grievance of these Southere
Colonies—a pletbora of produce ; and land 1s
allowed to drop out of cultivation,’ not because
as here, it 1s exbausted, and yields no longer a
remugerative crop, but because of the very exu—
berance of the soil, and because the supply of
food far outstraps the demand.

Que otker evil there 13 even at the antipodes,
and that i1s Orangesm. That wile plant has
taken root even there, and brings forth, as every
where, else its deadly fruit.  So en the oceasion
of the Duke of Edinburgh's visit to Mel
bourne, we learn that tte Orangemen of that
city tried to imitate the example of their King
ston bretbren when the Prince of Wales visited
Canada. Insulting transparencies were set 1p
10 the streets by the Orangemen ot Melbourae,
and this of course pravoked a rosw, in the course
of which® blood was shed, and some lives were
lost. To short Orangemen s Austrulia are just
what (hey are at Belfast or 1n Toronte.

We cite the above facts as an argument
against the theories of the Rouges, the Annexa-
tionists, and the Montreal Witness to tbe effect
that the destitution 1n Lower Caoada, 2ad con-
1 quent emigration, are the resulis of bad laws,
or could in any wise be mitigated by a
ebange in our political condition, or by
annexation {o the United States. We live
in all important respects uoder precisely the
same political conditions as do our fellow subjects
1 the Australasian Colonies: and any differences
in our material conditions are the resulta of our
climatic differences, Had we the same mild
climate, the same rich soil, the same extent of
pastures, and constant access to the sea, the
highway of nations, we shocld certainly have no
cause to envy anything in their material pros-
perity.
