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cellation charge payable in any 24-hour period shall not exceed

$109.00;

(iii) if the ship is in the undesignated waters, the travel expenses
reasonably incurred by the pilot in joining the ship and re-
turning to his base.

Rules and Regulations

12. The Secretary and the Minister will respectively establish rules
and regulations as they deem advisable respecting the dispatching of pilots,
the establishment of mandatory pilot change points and rest periods, the
accounting and disposition. of revenues and any other matters to give
effect to the intent and purposes of this Memorandum.”

The Secretary of Tramsportation and the Minister of Transport further
agree to recommend to their respective governments that this amendment
become effective 27th April, 1968.
