
2. 'Me State Party rnaking such a reservation shail at the time of
ratification or accession commumcate, to the Secretary-General of the United
Nations the relevant provisions of its national legisiation applicable during
wartime.

3. 'Me State Party having made such a reservation shail notify the
Secretary-General of the United Nations of any beginning or ending of a state of
war applicable to its territory.

Article 3

The States Parties to the present Protocol shall include in the reports
they submait to the Human Rights Cornmittee, in accordance with article 40 of
the Covenant, information on the measures that they have adopted to give effect
to the present Protocol.

Article 4

With respect to the States Parties to the Covenant that have muade a
declamation under article 41, the competence of the Human Rights Conumittee to
receive and consider communications when a State Party dlaims that another
State Party is flot fulfilling its obligations shaH extend to thre provisions of thre
present Protocol, unless thre State Party concerned has made a statement to thre
contrauy at the moment of ratification or accession.
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
