
2. Befor. suspending its obligations, a Party shail request consultations
under Article 15. Should consultations not resolve a disagreement that relates to
any of the Annexes, either Party may notify thi. other Party of its intention to
suspend the acceptance of findings of compliance aud approvals under the
Aunex, over which there is disagreement. Such notification shalh b. in writing
and detail the reasons for suspension.

3. Such suspension shall talc. effect 30 days after the date of the
notification, unless, prior to the end of this period, the Party, which initiated the
suspension, notifies the other Party in writing that it withdraws its notification.
Such suspension shall not affect the validity of findinga of compliance,
certificates and approvals nade by thie Party's Technical Agents or Competent
Authority in question prior to the date the. susp ension took effect. Any such
suspension that bas become effective may be rescinded immediately upon an
exchange of written correspondence ta that effect by the. Parties.

ARTICLE 11

Conrmdentiality

1. Each Party agrees ta maintain, ta the extent required under its
legisiation, the. confidentiallty of information received from thi. other Party
under this Agreement.

2. In particular, subject to their respective legisiation, the Parties shall
neither disclose ta the. public, nor permit a Conipetent Authority ta disclose ta
the. public, information reeeived frein .ach other under this Agreement that

cntttstrade secrets, confidential commercial or financlal information, or
information that relates ta an ongoing invesiain To thiii end such
information shall b. considered proprietaiy and b. apporitly matked as
such.

3. A Party or a Competent Authority may, upon providing information ta
the. other Party or a Competent Authority of the otiier Party, designate the
portions of the information that it considers ta be exempt fronu disclosure.
