To Our Beloved and Faithful the Senators of the Dominion of Canada, and the
Members elected to, serve in the Hoijse of Commons of Dur said Dominion,
and to each and every of you,-GREEi-NG:

A PROCLAMATION

VVHEREAS Dur Parliament of Canada stands prorogued to the ninth d-ay ofthe month of August, next, at which time, at Dur City of Ottawa,
you werc hcld and constrained Lu appear. Now KNow YE, that for divers
causes and considerations, anýd taking into consideration the ease and convenience
of Our Loving Subjects, We have thought fit by and with the advice of Dur
Privy Council for Canada, to relieve you, and each of you, of your attendance
at the time aforesaid, hereby convoking and by these presents enjoining you.
and each of you, that on TUESDAY, the EIGHTEENTH day of the month
of SEPTEMBER next, you meet US, in Our Parliament of Canada, at Dur City
of Ottawa, there to take into consideration the state and welfare of Our said
Dominion of Canada and therein to do as may seem aecessary. HEREIN FAi,
NoT.

IN TESTIMONY WHEREOF, We have caused these Dur Letters to be madte
Patent and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS:
Our Right Trusty and Well Belovcd Julian lledworth George, Baron
Byng of Vimy, General on the Retired List and in the Reserve of
Officers of Dur Army, Knight Grand Cross of Dur Most ilonourable
Order of the Bath, Knight Grand Cross of Dur Most Distinguished
Order of Saint Michael and Saint George, Member of Dur Royal
Victorian Order, Governor Gencral and Conanander-in-Chief of Dur
Dominion of Canada.

At Dur Government Huse, in Dur City of OTTAWA, in Dur said
Dominion, this Fourth day of August, in the year of Dur Lord one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-three and in the fourteenth year
of Dur Reign.
