attempts ta upgrade aur labour farce. How-
ever, we are alsa faced with the necessity ta
abstract from our labour force aging workers
who, thraugh their awn efforts and thase af
ail af us, can provide far their aider years.
This pension plan means that the bounty of
automation wîll nat exact too great a price
for aider warkers. We are not as yet reaiiy
facing the challenge of obsolescence in the
skills of aur workcrs. Every day thousands
naw warking ara finding their means of iive-
ibood destraycd because the skills that have
stoad them in gaod stead for mast of their
adult iives have became obsaiete. In part,
this can be met by retraining, but for many
of the a-ider workers it will be neccssary ta
withdraw them tram the labour market in
dignity and with security.

Tbis is tbe greatest aspect af the Canada
pension plan; we are protecting the dignity
and the self-respect of our waskers. We nat
oniy give tbem a greater mobility by ensur-
ing the partability af pensions, but we are
saying: In your declining years it is not ta
the state which you are ioaking but ta the
provisions which through the state yau were
able ta make for yourseif, tagether with the
contributian af yaur emplayer, ta security
and weii-being.

If we have moved from the patriarchal
saciety ta a bigblY individualized community,
the aider warker is entitied ta ail the dignity
whicb bis san, wha with bis skiii and his
twa arms is able ta provide for bis wif e and
children and bimself, bas in bis prime. Nat
thraugh the taieratian af bis cbiidren, but
thraugh bis awn provision, the aider warker
can boid bis head bigb and face bis later
years with a sense of dignity and weil-being.

Our prablems do nat end bere We shal
bave ta give tbougbt ta organizing the ieisure
wbich a saciety af automatian affards us. We
shail bave ta make it creative and satisfy-
ing. Canada bas a chailenging present and
a great future, and the Canada pensian plan
is a step tawards its realization.
