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Mr. Woolliams: Mr. Speaker, why should 
he have the opportunity to speak when I am 
denied the right to speak? I am very happy 
that you have sat down, because if that hon. 
member has the right to speak, then someone 
on this side should also have the right to 
speak. There is no filibuster on this side.

Mr. Macdonald (Rosedale): Mr. Speaker, it 
is just one week ago tonight that hon. mem­
bers opposite had the opportunity to pass 
these farm credit measures, but they refused 
to do so. If hon. members opposite will stop 
their filibuster and pass the post office bill, 
and then co-operate in the remaining stages 
of the amendments to the Farm Credit Cor­
poration Act; then if they are really keen on 
having the cash advances measure put 
through, perhaps we can do so.

Mr. Woolliams: I rise on a point of order,

Some hon. Members: Oh, oh.

Mr. Woolliams: That minister, “Mr. 
Goebbels”, the minister of propaganda, 
knows there is no filibuster. He is just doing 
this to refute a reasonable argument.

The Acting Speaker (Mr. Béchard): Order, 
please.
