MEASURES TO PROTECT CANADIANS WITH REGARD TO INCOME
TAX

Hon. David Crombie (Rosedale): Madam Speaker, my
question is addressed to the minister of state for social develop-
ment policy. The minister will know that the inflation rate in
Canada is now at about 9.4 per cent. He will also know that
yesterday Statistics Canada indicated we were beginning a
cyclical downturn and would be experiencing an economic
recession in this country. Indeed, it is being said, as the
minister is aware, that both the United States and Canada are
headed for a double-digit situation in respect of ail three
fundamental economic areas-unemployment, interest rates
and inflation.

In the midst of ail that, what gives me great concern-and
this relates to my question-and what gives great concern to
many Canadians is the announcement by the Minister of
Finance that he wishes to de-index income tax rates. The
minister for social development policy well knows the devastat-
ing effect that de-indexing of income tax will have on low-
income Canadians.
