Mr. Peter Stollery (Parliamentary Secretary to Secretary
of State and Minister of Communications): 1 am informed by
the Public Service Commission as follows:

1. The Public Service Commission does not maintain records
on the number of employment competitions that are
announced or publicized in the public service. However, the
Public Service Commission does maintain, and publishes, the
number of appointments from inside and to the public service
in its annual reports.

There are a number of reasons why the commission does not
have records on the number of competitions. First, the com-
mission's primary responsibility is related to appointments and
its information systems are oriented to reporting on this area.
Second, one competitive process can result in no appointment
being made if no candidate is found qualified in a given area of
competition or a number of appointments can result from one
competition process. Consequently there is not a direct rela-
tionship between the number of employment competitions and
the number of appointments. Third, processes other than
competitions-applicant inventories, in-service inventories, and
without competition processes-are often used to make
appointments to and witbin the public service. Finally, because
of the extensive delegation of appointment authority to deputy
heads, a listing of employment competitions would entail a
lengthy and costly examination of the personnel records of
both the headquarters and the regional offices of every depart-
ment and agency. The cost in manpower and time to carry out
such a task would be prohibitive.

2. (a) The number of appointments from outside of the
public service for the years 1975 to 1979 are as
follows:

(b) The number of appointments from within the public
service by competition for the years 1975 to 1979
are as follows:

1975 Figures are not available since they
were not broken down by process, but
there were 90,920 appointments from
within the public service by all
processes.
