Enemy Preaches One Thing, But
is Practicing Another.

ILONDON, Dec. 1.—The foreign office
today publishes a statement which it an-
nouncéll was gpade by the captain of a
Swedish steamer to the effect that, be-
fore the sailing of a vessel, Swedish cus-
tom houses in all cases telegraph to Ber-
lin information of the salling, and that
the vessel does not camy contraband;
and that all Swedish vessels leaving the
Baitic are stopped at the entrance to the
Sound by German patrol boats, which
examine the veassels very carefully. In
making public the statement, the foreign
olmce appends the following observa-
tions:
