That hi parifhioners
defire to return their fincen th^/^ks to the
Society for the appointment 01 Mrs. BreyzU
hus as School-miilrefs there. She has given
great, fatisfadipn by her , atiention to her
charge, which confifts of more than twenty
children, who are catechized at Church on
Sunday Afternopns during the. fummer feafon.
