Toward the ciose of a long and ex-
acting session of the board of railway
commissioners yesterday, a “pomb’”’ in
the shape of a very difficult questhn,
wis thrown by Hugh Blain of the board
of |trade deputation at the great ra?h
roads and their expert counsel.

Wm. MacInnes, the freight traffic
|agent of the C.P.R. was on the witness
|stand. Mr. ‘Blain put this proposition
to him: *“It is admitted that the rai}-
road - rates from Montreal to Toronto
are two cents a ton lower than the
rates from Toronto to Montreal. INOW:
1 put it to.you, if a merchant who lived
in an internaediate .city, say Kingsion,
for instance, wished to buy a parcel
of goods, of the same quality, at the
same price, quoted from M
Toronto houses, if the freight to him
were two cents less from Montreal than
from Toronto, which place would - the
Kingston man buy. the goods from?”
The witness, as a railroad man, was re-
luctantly . compellea, after much press-
ing, to say, “Why I suppose Montreal.”

“That's just the puth of what we
complain of ,” said Mr. bilain, as ne
resumed his seat. g

When the commiss
o'clock yesterday morning, . H. Carys-
ler, K. C.; acting for the ,Grand Trunk
Railway, addressed the boara. First ot
all he invited the commissioners ‘and
the members of the board of trade, at
the close of the day's sitting, to visit
the Toronto freight yards of tne Grand
Trunk, saying, ‘‘We belleve wWe have a8
complete a system for handling t}'elght
as can tound in the worid.”” Mr.
Blair extended the invitation to the
C. P. yards. The commissioners and
members of the board of trade accepted
the “invitation.

Increased Expenses.

Mr. Chrysler then commenced- & long
and detailed speech, going into a mass
af complicated comparative figures,
with a view of dealing with the com-
plaints against the railroad rates em-
bodied in the petition of the board of
trade and its additional memorandum,
and not only endeavoring to show that
they were unjustifiable, but also, by
demonstrating the enormous increase
of expense in operating his’ railroad,
which grew by leaps and bounds every
year, to prove to the commission trat
it was impossible to lower the existing
freight rate tariff. 34

In dealing, firstly, with the accusa-
tion -contained in the board of trade
petition that the existing rates were
very little less than those paid by the
original charters to the railroads in
1840, Mr- Chrysler ridiculed the states
ment, and showed, that the real basis
of rates was not determined upon until
1884. '

Counsel then went into a mass of
figures, which he claimed showed that
the general population of Ontario “had
since 1884 not increased generally suffi-
ciently to justify the railroads in reduc-
ing the freight rates, even without
calculating the enormous outlays. which
were being expended in extensions, in-
creased takation and other im-
provements for the benefit - of :_ship-
pers and the traveling. public... e
maintained that the enormous efflux of
the population to the northwest  pro-
vinces, from Ontario, had so effected
its equal distribution in the province
that the cost of carriage had been ma-
terially increased.

Taxed Heawlly. s

Mr. Chrysler then went exhaustivel
into the increased ccst of maintenance
of the roads, as reconstructing mater-
jals were becoming scarcer every- year.
Forests had been depleted, and timber
was not only dearer, but, had to be
transported many miles. Steel ralls
and other appurtenances to railroad
operation, including Ribor in construct-
ing cars, were notoriously higher in
price than they were some years ago.

In dealing with the taxation of rail-
roads Mr. Chrysler stated some start-
ling figures. Since 190y they had:jump-
ed up 1200 per cent, A4s.a result of the
Assessment Act, ~ and its various
amendments.
