The mate had full charge of the ship
and was navigating her himself, but
Monck and Spencer did not think he
'was steering her for the nearest port.

The Mutilated Remains.

MLast night all the prisoners slept
well at the station, particularly Monck
&nd Spencer, who were exhausted by
the week’s strain on them. The bodies
of the victims were in a very bad con-
dition when closed up in the caskets.
‘When the clothing was removed from
the woman a gaping wound on the left
breast met the gaze of the on-lookers,
the ax having been buried deeply in
her side. The blow she received in the
face makes her countenance almost
unrecognizable as ‘it cut the left side
of her face open and jammed her up-
per row of teeth all together. ‘The sec-
ond mate’s head is split open, and
across the capta.ln(’ls face there are
three gaping wounds.

At 1% 0'c1§ck, the hour at which the
Magistrate’s investigation was to com-
mence, it was announced that Medical
Examiner Finn’s report on the post-
mortem was not ready and the en-
quiry would not proceed to-day.

Brane is a Crank.

Brane was captain of a lighter at
New York two years ago. A Halifax
man, who met him there at the time,
recognized him at the police gtation to-
day. The recognition was mutual,
Brane was a frequenter of the Phoenix
Restaurant, at 338 South-street, oppo-
site the Morgan Docks, and was Te-
garded by his associates as a sort of
“fly off the handle” fellow. The mate
spoke of this place to-day as being
the scene of the last meeting of him-
gelf and his Halifax acquaintance.
Brane was one of the boys, and liberal
in spending money. Since his arrest
he has stated that he is a member cf
@ Masonic lodge in New YoOrk.

What the U.S. Consul Says.

Mr. Ingraham, United States Consul,
when seen, said he would give infor-
mation, but could not give any bearing
directly on the murder. He said In
substance to the reporter: “The vessel
was registered at Machais, Malne,
and the captain halled from Harring-
ton. He was 42 years of age, and his
wife 37, The murder had evidently been
committed with an ax, which was
thrown overboard. The murder occur-
red at 2 o’clock on the morning of the
14th.” It was reported the passen-
ger had heard Mrs. Nash cry out, and
whether it was he who witnessed the
murder or not is not yet publicly
known. The Consul says the evidence
of all the men will be taken at the
Consulate here and forwarded to the
district attorney in whatever state the
accused are to be tried. The alleged
murderer cannot be tried here, as the
act was committed on the high seas
on an American vessel, and, therefore,
comes under the jurisdiction of the

» United States. After the discovery
of the murder the passenger did his
best towards navigating the vessel

The Pilot’s Story,

When a reporter visited the Herbert
Fuller yesterday he found Pllot Wil-
liam White in charge. The pilot stat-
ed that he boarded the vessel six miles
southeast of Devil’s Island. At that
time she was heading this way, but
before he got to her her helm was
put down and the vessel headed off
shore. He immediately surmised
there was something wrong, as had the
vessel been in charge of its proper
mnavigator she would not have acted
80 queerly.
