Scheme by Which Canadian Sailors
May Be Trained for Service.

Petitions to Iave Canned Goods Stamped
te Which lbojnnlen Object—-Civil
Servants Must \Tork Longer Hours and
No More Pay-Sir Henri Jely Denies
Rumers as to Grading of Wheat—
General News From Ottawa.

Ottawa, Jan. 26.—(Speclal.)—A proposition
is mow before the Federal Government for
establishing a navy reserve, which includes
the fitting up of coast revenue cruisers dur-
ing the winter months, and the securing of
a man-of-war from the British authoritles
for use as a training ship. In this way
the services of men employed in the fish-
ery crulsers through the summer would be
available in winter.

The Canners Have Objections.

Petitions have reached the Inland Re-

venué Department from some of the east-
ern Boards of Trade that the law respect-
ing canned goods should be ameénded by re-
quiring the packer to place in clear letter-
ing the net weight of the couteuion the
can and’' the date when the g were
packed. . The Department of Inland Re-
venue will ask the views of the Boards of
Trade throughout the country as to this
request, - Bome years ago petitions of this
nature reached the department, but were
so strongly opposed by the canners that
the matter was not pressed at that time.
The contention of the canners is that if
the goods are put up properly it matters not
whether they are one or .ten years old;
but on the other hand that the stamping of
the date.on the can might prejudice pur-
chasers.
Must Work Longer Hours.

A bomb-shell dropped into the Customs
Department to-day in the shape of an or-
der fromgthe Commissioner that hereafter
the “¢lgrks. must be at their desks by ¢
o'clotk in the morning and would be re-
quired to work until 5.30 in the afternoon,
with one hour intermission for lunch. 'The
order was not recelved with huge mani-
festations of delight, and what with no
statutory increases and longer hours, the
civil servants think that with a Liberal
Government in power they have fallen on
evil days. Mr. Tarte was the first to set
the example of longer hours, and for months
the clerks in the Public Works Department
have had to hold dgwn their chairs until
5 o'clock.

Sir Henri Joly says there is no fruth in
the report that he promised representatives
of the farmers of Manitoba and the North-
west to appoint a commission to look into
the elevator question and the grading of
wheat. The Minister says. the facts are
known to the Department, and the ap-
pointment of a commission would only mean
a bill of expense., What the farmers want
is to prevent the grading of No. 2 wheat
with superior No. 1, making it all No. 1
hard wheat. This is one of their principal
grievances. If wheat mixtures are sold
as No. 1 by the dealer, then the farmer
holds that the dealer should buy fhe wheat
from ‘the farmer on the same basis.

Owen Sounders Dined.

A big deputation from Owen Sound ar-
rived here to-day to impress upon the Gov-
ernment the desirability of carrying into
execution certain improvements to the har-
bor there, including dredging and\the con-
struction of a dry dock. They wo\s; enter-
tained by Hon. Willlam Paterson to lunch-
eon at the Russell, and were afterwards
conducted by hin{ to the Hon. Mr. Tarte's
office, where their case was heard.

Bad Doings st 8t. Vineent de Pawnl.

The rcport of the St. Vincent, de Paul Peni-
tentiary Commission was. mde public to-
day. The commissionérs have brought to
ught irregularities in the adminisiration.
Accounts, they say, have been paid two
and three times over. Goods have been pur-
chased at five times their value and offi-
cials have ﬂ)prop:mfed ito their own use
goods belonging to the Government. The
report wil lead to sweeping changes, in-
oluding in all probabildty the dismissal cof
many officials.
