Presbyterian Church Fuands.

The fiscal year of the Presbyterian
Church tn Canada now terminates on March
81. Heretofore the year has run from May
1 to April 30, but by action of the last
General Assembly in Winnipeg the change
was made, so that it now runs from April
1 to March 81. Only .eleven months, there-.
fore, are included in the present year. At
the Presbyterian offices in Toronto vigorous
efforts are being made with a view, ¥f pos-
sible, to secure the twelve months revenue
in these eleven months, more especially
because of the fact that full twelve months
expendifuire will be included in the year
in conhection wich the work of nearly every
mission, The receipts thus far have been
most encouraging, and if the congregations
that have not yet reported forward their
contributions before the end of the month,
the revenue will probably be the largest
in the history of the church. The action
of the Home Mission Committee, in being
the first to send in missionaries to the
pew Yukon Territory, has been highly ap-
preclated, and already nearly $5000 has
peen specially contributed for the purpose
of carrying en the work there. The debt
on the Foreign Mission Fund reported to
last Assembly has been very greatly re-
duced, and will, ia all probability, be nearly
wiped out within the next ten days. Some
anxiety Is felt regarding the Fund for Aug-
mentation of Ministers’ Stipends, as well as
some of. the other funds. It is hoped, how-
ever, that before the 81st inst. the contri-
butions received may go far toward putting
these in a satisfactory position. The books
of the treasurer, the Rev. Dr. Robert H.

Representation of the District in the
Provincial Legislature,

John Kirkup Promabted -Health Measures
in Mining Camps-Spokane Smelter—
sSiiver Lead Froperties Sold —More Dis-
coverles of Gold in the Yuken Reglon.

Easterners interested in the West Koote-
nay wmining couuntry will be glad to learn
that that section of British Columbia is to
have five representatives in the Provincial
Legislature. It is understood that the Gov-
erninent, in its plan of re-distribution, will
divide West Xootenay into the following

divisions: (1) The Trail Creek electoral dis:
\trict to consist of the rowns of Rossland
and Trail, and the Trail and Kettle Hiver
mining_ divisions. (2) The Nelson electoral
district to include the Nelson and Goat
River mining divisions. (8) The Kaslo elec-
toral district to include the city of Kaslo.
the towns of Alnsworth and Pilot Bay and
the Afnsworth mining division. (4) The
Slocan electoral district to include the Blo-
can mining division. (5) The Revelstoke
electoral district to Incigde what is now
comprised in the Revelstoke, Illecillewaet
and Trout Lake eleetoral divisions.

\ Mining Camp Sewerage.

As a result of visits to Victorfa by de-
putations trom different parts of the pro,
vince, the Government has decided to ap-
point a saniiary engineer on the Proviu-
vial Board of Health, who will visit the
different mining localities and report on
and aild in the Introduction of systems of
sewerage that will meet the requirements of
the different municipalities and camps. The
purifying tank system which has been ex-
perimented satistactorily with at Viectoria,
i1s favored by the Government. Rossland is
likely shortly to take advantage of the
assistance that the Government engineer
so appointed may furnish.

Jobn Kirkup Promoted.

Mr, Kirkup is dan
old Ontario boy, having been born near Ot-
tawa in 1835. The Provinelal Government,
it is said, will appeint Mr. Thomas Reed
of Lillooet Iﬁnlnlng recorder for the district
of Bridge Kiver.

It is stated that Capt. N. D. Moore of
Spokane and his associates have sold the
Idaho, Alamo and Cumberland mines, and
the concentrator at Three Forks on Car-
penter Creek, between New Denver -and
Sandon to the Scottish Colonial Gold Fields
Company.

ANOTHER KILONDIKE,

Resebud Creeli, a Tributary to the Yukon
River, Alse Full of Geld.

¥. Nichols of Maple Creek, N.W.T., has
arrived at Vancouver, B.C., from Dawson
City, and gives The Times an account of
the discovery of fresh gold deposits in the
Yukon.

He brings news of an exceedingly rich
strike on Rosebud Creek, a newly discover-
ed gold producer, and tells of the enormous
stampede from all directions to_that creek.
Rosebud Is a tributary of the Yukon, join-
fng that river about four miles gbove Sixty
Mile, -and about 53 miles this side of Daw-
son. It is on the same side of the river as
the Klondike; and from all reports promises
to be equally as rich as that now famous
river and its tributaries. Rosebud Creek
was discovered by some prospectors who
were bound out on Jan. 5 last. They were
passing down the Yukon banks trying the
dirt in places, and at length their tests
showed color. On burning some gravel at
the mouth of the Rosebud they found gold
going from $4 to $10 to the pan, and on ex-
ploring the creek found that it was richly
gilded all_the way up. The news was
brought to Dawson towards the end of Jan-
uary, and soon the trail down was alive
with men night and day. It Is estimated
that over 500 Dawsonians joined in the
stampede, Mr. Nichols being one of
those. He. however, is not a miner—he
took in cattle last summer—and not caring
to change his vocation, came right out,_m-
tending to go in again as soon as possible
with 200 head of cattle. Rosebud Creek,
at its mouth, is now covered with tents,
and soon a new city will spring into exist-
ence there, for many of the miners, hav-
ing faith in the richness of thdt creek, are
preparing to erect cabins. .
